  Managing your books


  


  Your entire Library is automatically stored in the Kobo Cloud, where it can grow as large as you want. When you connect to the Kobo Cloud from your eReader or any other device where you use the Kobo app, you can pick the books you want to have on the device, so you never run out of storage space.


  


  Using the Kobo Cloud, you can:


  
    	
      Download books to your eReader – Pick the books you want on your eReader so you can read them.

    


    	
      Remove books from your eReader – Remove books from your eReader to increase storage space. You’ll still see the book cover in your Library on your eReader, but the book will be stored in the Kobo Cloud until you’re ready to read it

    


    	
      Delete books from your Library – Delete books that you don’t read often from your Library. When you delete a book you’ve bought in the Kobo Bookstore, you’ll be able to add it back to your Library.
