There are just four simple movements that your
child needs to learn how to pick up a pencil this way

Step 1
Put the pencil on the desk or table in front of
them with the tip facing away from their
tummies.

StEP 2
Open your writing hand and with the other
hand place a small piece of rectangular card
into the centre. Close the last three fingers
over it. You should now have the thumb and first finger spare.

SteP 3
Now, using just the thumb and first
finger, grip the pencil about one inch
from the tip and pick it up from the desk
or table. Grip from the top and not at an
angle.

SteP 4
Using their other hand flip the
pencil over until it rests onto the top of
the hand (until it stops). Remember to
continue to grip the card.

Gripping the card reinforces the grip and reminds them that
these fingers are better closed to hold a good grip.

Now, using just the thumb and first
finger, grip the pencil about one inch
from the tip and pick it up from the desk
or table.

Using their finger of their opposite hand, flip the pencil over
until it rests onto the top of their hand (until it stops like the image
below).
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You would notice that there are guiding arrows to show the child and
parent where to start and how to proceed on the un-joined alphabet.
This again is something that will be taught in schools.

The Last chapter is an introduction to words created by the letters of
the alphabet. Each letter highlights a word. It is written in both un-
joined and continuous. There is a practice part with each letter laid out
in joined up text.

Start by writing in the first outlined letter. Next, trace over the dotted
letter and finally trace over each word which is laid out in both un-
joined and joined lettering.

An image has been shown opposite the word. This will have a positive
effect as it allows the child to develop word association. This section
is very repetitive as each page is broken into groups of letters. By
completing every task within the page your child will slowly increase
their accuracy and knowledge base.

Your child will grasp this with positive and rewarding comments from
you and lots of practice. When they are skilled enough to write each
word on the lines they will be ready to progress to the next book. It
helps whilst going through this chapter to ask them to spell some of
the words they are writing: first spelling it with them, whilst pointing
at the letters and then ask them to spell it again by hiding the word.
Don't worry if they get it wrong, they will get better. Help them to blend
the sounds together.

Once this skill has been completed only then should you introduce
them to the next level, the standard un-joined and joined cursive
alphabet.

Although your child should not progress too quickly it is OK to allow
them to see and experiment with the other areas within the book: they
will be better prepared when they get there.

Maze Practice is an area that I have found works extremely well.
Not only does every child I have given these to, love them; they are
completely engaged as they find it a challenge and exciting. They enjoy
showing the teacher or parent that they can do it, and I find that
children tend to take their time much more when it is something that
they want to present or showcase.

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1 tried to layout the joined alphabet in a way that children learn to sing
the alphabet: abedefg hijklmnop qrs twv w x y z

With this section, again time is paramouant. It is a small section but
none the less important. Try the same method as the first chapter by
allowing your child to watch you complete both alphabets. Once the
child has watched you a few times and importantly watched you wipe-
off the writing and do it again, assist with him or her by holding the
wipe-clean pen and guiding their hand over both alphabets.

The objective here is to keep the pen inside the alphabet. What helps
is when each letter has been traced, to say the letter. Reinforce this by
practicing it; let your child see you mouth the word. This really helps.
When your child is confident with the sounds and staying within the
shapes of the letters and being able to write in the cursive alphabet in
a flowing motion, then they are ready to proceed.
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tails and lead-ins (un-joined version) and the continuous cursive ; this
helps parents whose schools are not as yet teaching the joined method.

The idea for parents is to encourage your child to trace over the

lines whilst at the same time trying to stay on the lines. At first your
child will not have the motor skills necessary for accuracy, but with
repetition using the Wipe-clean system (try, wipe-off and try again)
found in the Wipe-Clean Printed version [ ] they will soon
learn to write easily and most importantly, accurately.

It should be noted that parents need to be patient; not all children
progress at the same speed. When you first introduce them to these
shapes do it with them - Do it for them and make sure that they are
watching. At this stage they should just be a fly-on-the-wall, observing
you and your technique.
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If they see how it is carried out they will build upon this information
which should make it easier for them when they try.

It is important to make this process seem fun for them; learning is fun,
but young minds do have a tendency to wonder. It is your role as the
parent to influence them in an encouraging way with large dollops of
positive input.

Next, parents should then do the entire section whilst holding their

pen with them. Do this over two sessions or as much as you feel is

necessary. Again this reinforces the shape and movement of the pen
whilst they are building another important memory.

1 have found that this part of the entire series is crucial for your child’s
development. Once your child knows he or she can do it they will be
more receptive to the idea of doing it again on their own.

Additionally, I am an exponent of the reward system: In my experience
1 found that by offering rewards for each time that the learning process
is carried out it creates a number of positives. However, I am aware of
the long term dangers of rewarding children. I chose to reward my son
by offering games, the occasional sweet or five more minutes staying
up at bedtime; nothing major.

In addition to this my intention was to phase this out during the
education: When my little boy was on book two, he no longer
thought about the rewards as his attitude and confidence had grown
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Don't let nurseries or pre-schools take charge of your child’s
education, no matter how good they are! I am totally on the side of
these establishments getting to grips with their education though and
absolutely recognise that for the most part, they do an outstanding job.
However, as a parent, the buck stops with you.

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of schools across the UK although there are a small number that
use a different letter f and g in the cursive styles in the North of the
country. This should not deter parents from these books. Not only do
they give a huge foundation for your child, bearing-in-mind that the
school your child will attend or does attend, will expect them to learn
at a phenomenal pace, learning several new words and sounds every
week. As a parent myself of a young child, I know how exhausting

this learning and teaching process can be on our busy lives. You as a
parent will have to learn the phonic sounds; and I bet many of you, like
‘me when I first got involved, do not really know the sounds that your
child will need to know. Not only are there the alphabet phonic sounds,
there are also, approximately forty-four other sounds that you will have
to learn. This does take some time to master.

My advice, which is why I wrote these books in the first place, is to use
them with your child, learn at the same time. This will have a huge
impact on their learning foundation.

1 cannot stress enough, that starting early, at three years of age, to
introduce them to marking (holding a pen and encouraging them to
doodle), and letter and sound recognition, is vital. This early guidance
and reinforcement works. It ensures that your child will have a base on
which they will grow from. If they are taught when they are only just
becoming self-aware, when they are self-aware they will not know any
different and think learning is ‘normal’.

Read my books and learn yourself, then with your child, work together
as a team, encouraging each other with praise. There are many ways to
teach your child, but it is the actual teaching and taking time to teach
that really counts: I would love for you to purchase my books and use
‘my method of guiding your child, but at the end of the day, providing
you are doing it, actively, your child WILL benefit.

The important thing for you, as a parent with a new child and of
course new experiences and enormous pressures looming, is to be
prepared. Please do not fall into the trap of so many other parents and
start to realise that they should have taught little Johnny when he was
younger. If it seems too early, it is probably alright to gently start with
them.

‘Within this book the alphabet shows a cursive font as this is a very
common font within the UK school system.

Alongside book one, there is a duplicate book 1, called Book One - The
printed alphabet. These two books are identical in every way apart from
the font choice. This does two things for your learning child:

1. IT ALLOWS THEM TO MOVE ONTO THE SECOND, CURSIVE FONT EASILY AS THEY WILL
BE ABLE TO RECOGNISE THE IMAGES ASSOCIATED WITH THE PRINTED FONT BOOK. THIS
ENABLES THEM TO BULLD UPON THEIR WORDS ASSOCIATION, CREATING STRONG BONDS

BETWEEN THE TWO FONTS.

2. IT ENCOURAGES THEIR ‘HAPPY LEARNING'. WHEN A CHILD IS ENJOYING THEIR EDUCATION

confuse a dyslexic child. This is why government has welcomed the
change made by schools to adopt a cursive font early on within the

child’s education.

My books utilise the cursive fonts right through to the end, as I believe
they benefit a much wider audience without prejudicial short-comings.
