

Advice To The E-Reader


In e-books and e-journals, it is the reader program (such as iBooks, kindle, or calibre) that decides on font-size, line-breaking, and page-breaking.  Unfortunately, as of 2014, many e-book readers remain buggy or idiosyncratic.  FAMe has been tested to work well on Apple iBooks, firefox's epubreader, and adobe's Digital Editions.  calibre mostly works, but some math fonts look too small.  Magicscroll for Chrome has problems with svg equations.  The kindle reader makes it intentionally difficult to open content not obtained from amazon.


Math Example — Good under linux, bad under windows


The two functions, P(G, L) and T(G, L), can be determined by iterated expectations and are (from mathjax svg):







































































































where β= (1–π)/π.  The u(·) function we use for measuring realization utility is a special case of the Tversky-Kahneman (1992) utility function (from mathjax svg):
































































where x is the size of the gain or loss, and α (0 ≤ α ≤ 1) is a parameter that measures the degree of diminishing sensitivity. For α = 1 sensitivity does not diminish at all; the smaller is α the more quickly does sensitivity diminish.
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
