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    The Hob­bit is a tale of high ad­ven­ture, un­der­taken by a com­pany of dwarves, in search of dragon-guarded gold. A re­luc­tant part­ner in this per­ilous quest is Bilbo Bag­gins, a com­fort-lov­ing, un­am­bi­tious hob­bit, who sur­prises even him­self by his re­source­ful­ness and his skill as a bur­glar.


    En­coun­ters with trolls, gob­lins, dwarves, elves and gi­ant spi­ders, con­ver­sa­tions with the dragon, Smaug the Mag­nif­i­cent, and a rather un­will­ing pres­ence at the Bat­tle of the Five Armies are some of the ad­ven­tures that be­fall Bilbo. But there are lighter mo­ments as well: good fel­low­ship, wel­come meals, laugh­ter and song.


    Bilbo Bag­gins has taken his place among the ranks of the im­mor­tals of chil­dren’s fic­tion. Writ­ten for Pro­fes­sor Tolkien’s own chil­dren, The Hob­bit met with in­stant ac­claim when pub­lished. It is a com­plete and mar­vel­lous tale in it­self, but it also forms a pre­lude to The Lord of the Rings.
