- Integration with UA soft keys for easy question answering and navigation.
- Scoring with adjustable weights for different questions. Javascript allows you to implement any scoring rules you can think of.
- List of all unanswered questions: skip difficult questions and come back to them at the end.
- List of wrong answers: see what you did wrong and try again.
- All answers persist if you leave the test and come back to it.
- Standard Mobi feature: dictionary integration. Find the definition of any word you do not understand.
- Standard Mobi feature: annotations. Bookmark difficult questions or add your study notes.
- Standard Mobi feature: optimized rendering for PC, UA and PDA
Techlogies used: - HTML forms, including check boxes, radio buttons, input boxes select boxes and lists.
- Javascript, with access to all form widgets and Reader functions.
- ASP dynamic page generation for pages constructed from the user's input.
- Read-write databases for persistent scores.
- Frames for graphical embellishment, navigation and soft key integration.
- HTML for easy layout control.
