    Enhanced Typesetting is a series of typographical and layout features that are automatically enabled for some Kindle books. These enhancements improve readability and create a more consistent display behavior across Kindle reading platforms, including Kindle devices, Fire tablets, and free Kindle reading apps for Android and iOS. Some Enhanced Typesetting features include:

    
      	Drop caps that dynamically adjust with font size

      	Kerning and ligature enhancements

      	Hyphenation and improved justification

      	Dynamic font coloration

      	Image optimizations

    Drop Caps

    Drop caps in books with Enhanced Typesetting enabled adapt their line height automatically to look great no matter what screen or font size readers prefer. Using Kindle Previewer 3 Beta, try adjusting the font size to observe how the drop cap adjusts to ensure legibility at any setting.

    To format drop caps in your book, we recommend the following code:

    Kerning, Ligatures, Hyphenation, and Improved Justification

    Kindle Books with Enhanced Typesetting enabled have improved character placement, or kerning, that increases word recognition speed at any font size. In addition, some fonts define special character combinations for adjacent characters like “fi”, called ligatures, that improve the readability of words containing them.

    Additionally, Enhanced Typesetting enables hyphenation algorithms that work in combination with justification enhancements for more consistent word spacing, which reduces eyestrain and increases reading speed. Justified text at larger font sizes will automatically display as left-aligned when it becomes impossible to maintain beautiful layouts with hyphenation and white space adjustments alone. Using Kindle Previewer 3 Beta, try changing the font size to see how the text reflows on the page.

 
    Font Colors

    When Enhanced Typesetting is enabled, Kindle readers can be sure that any text of any color that appears above any background color will be legible. Font colors will adapt automatically to provide sufficient contrast with either the device color theme chosen by the reader or to the background color of any page-level element. This is done in alignment with the W3C recommendation described here.

    In the following example, the same colors (“yellow”, “black”, and “orange”) were applied to both the font and their background container. Use Kindle Previewer 3 Beta to see how the font colors will automatically adjust to maintain a minimum contrast ratio of 4.5:1 between the text and the background color.

    Additionally, see how the light pink color applied to the following paragraph appears darker in the white color mode to provide a sufficient color contrast for readers:

    We recommend always coloring your content to ensure a sufficient contrast ratio is maintained between text and background whenever a forced font color is applied, keeping in mind that on many Kindle devices users have the option to choose between black, white, sepia, and green color modes.

 
    Images

    1) Inline Images

    Inline images are images that appear in the middle of a paragraph instead of on their own line, like this one: . When Enhanced Typesetting is enabled, inline images will always scale with text when the device’s font size is changed.

    We recommend using "em" values when you design your book to control the size of your inline image relative to the text:

    2) Block Images

    Block images are images that start on a new line in the text and their container occupies the full width of the page. In books where Enhanced Typesetting features are enabled, block images are guaranteed to occupy the same percentage of the screen’s width across all devices, font sizes, and device orientations.

    3) Float Images

    Floats are applied to images when text should wrap around that image. However, when float images appear on reading devices in combination with larger font sizes, readability has traditionally been negatively affected as sometimes only one or two words are able to appear in the margins around the image. To fix this, float images in books with Enhanced Typesetting enabled will adapt to display as block images at larger font sizes. Using Kindle Previewer 3 Beta, try changing the font size to see how the float image in this paragraph changes its display behavior.

    Use percentage width when laying out float images in your book to best control their layout:
