    The following is a one-line equation displayed from a 100x800 bitmap
      image. It should change size in proportion to the font size selected
      by the reader, but only up to the limit of the page width.

    Bitmap images are a cheap and nasty way of setting out equations,
      they will not look good on high-resolution devices unless a
      sufficiently high-resolution bitmap is used. And who knows what
      screen resolution future ereaders will have?


    A better way would be to use real scalable vector graphics (SVG)
      images instead of bitmaps.
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
