  It’s really simple.


  First: Find an ebook of your choice at the sites of those who offer them gratis – favor one of those which are not protected by copyright – and load it on your personal computer.


  Second: Fabricate a cover, design not too complicated, rather old-fogyish, choose your colour, red blush-of-shame will do, and put it on your quickly created first page, prior to any file of the bundle.


  Third: If you don’t have a seller’s account at kobo’s and/or bol's, create one, read the regulation, upload your ebook-file observing the rules, fix a price, not too low, not too high, start with – let’s say – 1€99 or 3 dollars – and wait...


  


  This is how Kbook has proceeded at least once, April 2016. You will find "his creation" at kobo’s store when looking for:


  –– > Caroline Bernstein Franz Horn.


  Have a look at what you found. The offer shows you a couple of pages.


  Isn’t it a fine ebook? — Sure! – if only there wasn’t this cover, colour blush-of-shame.

  Anything you will find further in the book is fine, indeed. Especially for those who know to read German.


  


  With a little help of Google you would have found this fine ebook cost-free at mobileread.com. Where Kbook found it as well. There, it contains in addition some more hints by the editor, from which Kbook copied only the first phrases to form "his" description.


  But what a pity! The ebook at mobileread.com is lacking completely one THING:


  The UGLY and DISGUSTING cover, colour blush-of-shame, which now – Eureka! – is no longer offending our eyes.


  And honestly – do we really have to pay for being offended???

  Meanwhile, Kbook is still waiting.


  Certainly, he didn’t wait for these lines. But he seems to know so little of German Literature, that he isn’t aware of the facts: Franz Horn (1781 – 1837) and Caroline Bernstein (1797 – 1838) aren’t really well known writers, the last reprint of Franz Horn’s “Umrisse” (Outlines) is about 30 years ago... – thus, Kbook will continue to wait a bit; who knows so little, should stick to his last or try to have better knowledge of his onions.


  


  In fact, there is another thing that must be mentioned. kobo.com pays a staff in charge of the contents, how much are they paid? Doesn’t matter. But are they paid for snoring???


  Or will they finally do their job and purge from their offers anything stolen from editions which present those books openly, without any disguise and without any charge – rap Kbook's knuckles and show the way out to such sellers as Kbook & Co.? – Or do they prefer – claiming the ‘ownership of all digital contents’ while selling articles which include stolen parts or elements – to be called... to be called... – How do we call those people?– –– – Yes!


  And at last, will they be courageous enough to offer an excuse? –
