			Preface

			The purpose of this book is to provide guidelines on percussion player and instrument requirements for concert band/wind ensemble music. It contains helpful information for conductors, section leaders, stage managers, equipment managers, and ensemble librarians, and can be used by school, college, military, community, and professional bands and wind ensembles.

			The entries are arranged alphabetically by composer, then alphabetically by title. Medleys consisting of music by several composers are listed under the arranger’s name, as are works attributed to a traditional source.

			The printed title of the composition is altered slightly only if it helps bring all versions of the same composition under one uniform title. For example, the arrangements:

			appear under the uniform title “The Firebird” as follows:

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			Composition Title (Titles of larger works are given in parentheses) [Alternate titles given in square brackets]

			Printed Parts lists all of the percussion parts published for the composition with all instruments required on that part given in square brackets following the name of the part. It will help the librarian ensure that the set of parts is complete and will provide the equipment manager with a list of all the instruments needed for rehearsals and concerts.

			Assignments shows the breakdown of parts and instruments to players. Occasionally alternate assignments are given to show an optional distribution. 

			The organization of assignments and instruments in this list is generally given in the order of: timpani, snare drum, bass drum, cymbals, auxiliary instruments, mallet instruments.

			Notes gives additional information on the parts or player requirements, such as instrument sharing, instrument specifications or substitutions, definitions and translations, and errata (printed mistakes in the parts).

			Pitch indications are given using the following system:

			Assignments

			The assignment numbers given in this manual are based on the number of players required to cover all parts with a minimum of instrument switching or multiple instrument doubling.

			Of course, these numbers can be adjusted to accommodate each unique percussion section and circumstance. For example, school bands may want to use more players, dividing up parts with several instruments so that more students have the opportunity to participate. At the other end of the spectrum, experienced players may be able to condense several parts to a few multiple percussion set-ups. John Philip Sousa’s professional concert band regularly toured with a three-person section that played everything from marches to orchestral transcriptions. 

			In general, the number of players needed to perform each composition is somewhat flexible and may be influenced by:

			
					the experience and ability of the players

					the number of percussionists in the section

					the size of the venue

					performance practice or other circumstances of the performance

			

			Consequently, for a difficult composition that requires many instruments and several players, any three percussion sections could arrive at three different assignment solutions, depending on the considerations above. For example, mature players experienced in multiple percussion playing can cover many instruments simultaneously, reducing the number of players needed. A band touring with a four-player section may have to use substitute instruments or even omit some parts, while an elementary school band with ten drummers may want to have all players participate. The limitations of a stage, pit, or performance area may require all mallet instrument parts to be played on one instrument, while the timpanist reduces that part so it can be covered with only two drums.

			Many older march editions did not include crash cymbals in the instrument list or did not print separate crash cymbal notes on the part. It was assumed in the performance practice of the time that the bass drummer would also play crash cymbals using a cymbal attachment that mounted to the frame of the bass drum, allowing the bass drummer to play both instruments simultaneously. In the contemporary performance of this traditional march style, the crash cymbals should double the bass drum part. Expect to add a crash cymbal player to these marches when assigning parts, unless the bass drummer can play with attached cymbal in the traditional style.

			A final consideration on assignments for school groups and younger players should be the educational purpose of those ensembles. The assignments should be balanced so that the “best” players don’t always get to play snare drum and the only student who plays piano is always “stuck” on mallet instruments. Factors such as ability, age, interest, and equal opportunity should all be weighed against the technical requirements and musical opportunities in the composition.

			Additional notes on instruments and assignments

			Sometimes confusion is caused by composers, arrangers, or publishers who are not familiar with the instrument names and performance instructions commonly used with percussion instruments. This manual follows the terms and descriptions in A Practical Guide to Percussion Terminology, published by Meredith Music. 

			For example, parts for the Glockenspiel (the lyre-shaped marching instrument) should be played on Orchestra Bells, an instrument more commonly used in the concert hall. The Gong (an instrument of definite pitch) is often requested when the orchestral Tam-Tam (an instrument of indefinite pitch) is actually desired.

			Composers sometimes ask for Antique Cymbals when they really mean Crotales (a pitched instrument) or Finger Cymbals (an untuned instrument). Generally, the presence of a tuned or untuned clef or specific pitches will determine the proper instrument to use.

			The range of a Marimba may vary from 2½ octaves to 5 octaves, with the larger models usually adding notes to the lower range of the instrument. In this manual the lowest note required in a composition is given in the Printed Parts list of each entry to identify the proper size of instrument needed. 

			Vibraphones may be played with or without the electric motor that turns the fans to create the vibrato sound characteristic of the instrument. Whenever possible the use of a motor, specifically requested by the composer or arranger, is noted so that stage accommodations for electrical outlets and extension cords may be taken into consideration.

			Mallet percussion instrument parts requiring the player to use three or more mallets are noted, in case that information determines the instrument assignment on the basis of a player’s technical ability.

			Keyboard instruments, including piano, celeste, synthesizer, accordion, and others, are not included in these assignments unless the technical requirements are such that a player with minimal keyboard technique could easily cover the part. In general, keyboard parts should be assigned to a trained keyboard player.

			For compositions (and concerts) requiring many instruments and a complex stage arrangement, a diagram identifying the location of each player and their instruments, particularly those shared with other players, may be invaluable to the director and players. The diagram and stage arrangement should allow for the most efficient use of space and the most effective movement of the players between instruments. When multiple instruments are needed, especially smaller ones such as snare drums, suspended cymbals, and triangles, try to obtain additional instruments so that the school’s only snare drum does not have to be moved from one side of the stage to the other between movements. There are few actions more disturbing to a performance than waiting for percussionists to rearrange their section while the rest of the players (and the audience) are ready to continue.

			Finally, after having personally examined more than 2000 compositions for this project, it is possible that a few details slipped past. The author and publisher gratefully welcome any corrections or additions to this guide.
