



Kobo Styling Test





1. Introduction


Only a few basic typographic features work corectly, font size
    (aaaaaa),
    italics and letter spacing.
    Bold and all standard font weights 
    (aaaaaaaa) are ignored with variable fonts
    (but work with fixed fonts, when declared each explicitly).
    System fonts do not work (Caecilia),
    and side-loaded fonts do not work (Bookerly).
    Standard ligatures (ft, fj)
    and kerning (TaVA) do work of the box with EPUB,
    but not with KEPUB.


I would also like to render features such as
    small caps (Small Caps)
    with the matching figures (1760),
    old-style figures (1760) and, of couse,
    lining figures (1760).
    Furthermore, given that Kobo seems to support it, I would like to render
    variable font features for different axes, such as
    weight (aaaaaa)
    and optical size (kkkkkk).
    I would also expect that other font features, such as superscripts
    (used for the footnote references in the following paragraph), should work.


For some unknown reason, the footnote mechanism isn’t working as expected.
    Kobo styles the markers with underlines, but instead of using a popup, it redirects to the note text.
    I am using standard markup: epub:type="noteref" for the reference and
    epub:type="footnote" for footnotes1
    and epub:type="endnote" for endontes2.

    1. Kobo doesn’t open this in a popup.
        This is marked as endnote and should probably be displayed under the “Notes” header.




    2. This is marked as footnote,
        and should probably not be displayed within the text flow.
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
