Quick User Guide

    

How to start to work with the program
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1. Open the "Settings" window.
    

2. If you see non-readable text in the "key words" window, check "MultiLanguage support".
    

3. Press "set colors" button and assign custom colors for main book elements (titles, subtitles, etc.).
    

4. Press "set path" button and assign custom directories for e-books to be created.
    

5. Press "set icons" button and customize the ebook creators toolbar.
    

6. If you rather prefer to see the help and messages in Russian, check "russian help" check box.
    

7. Choose your book language in the "book language" drop box.
    

    The bo​xes "ke​ep ori​gi​nal for​mat" and "re-for​mat comp​le​tely" al​lows to as​sing the re-for​mat​ting type for html, doc, rtf, and rb in​put fi​les. War​ning: To work with the​se fi​le types, MS Word 2000 or hig​her has to be ins​tal​led on yo​ur PC.

    

- The box "keep original format" is checked. The input file is converted to the BookDesigner format. The main elements of the original file formatting (titles, paragraphs, images, links) are kept. The epigraphs and verces search is not performed.
    

- The box "re-format completely" is checked. The input file is converted to the BookDesigner format. The pure text is extracted from the input file and the book formatting is performed basing on the text structure.
    

Comment 1. Mainly (but not always) the option "keep original format" gives better results than the "re-format completely" one.
    

Comment 2. The usage of either of two options resolves??? problem of doc and rtf files.
    

- Neither of the two boxes is checked. The input file is not converted to the BookDesigner format. The input file format is keeping completely. Warning: This option is for the book reading only! It is not suitable for the e-books creation!
    

How to find a book in Internet 
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    Run Bo​okB​row​ser, press but​ton, do​ub​le-click on a lib​rary na​me with which you want to be con​nec​ted, then find and down​lo​ad a bo​ok of yo​ur in​te​rest.

    

How to rename a book
    

For the convenience of the future usage, it is recommended to change the book filename by the standard one. This operation can be performed automatically with the FileConvertor utility (included into BookDesigner distribution). FileConvertor has two options for the file re-naming: either to re-name the file without changing its type, or to re-name the file converting it to the text one.
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1. Run FileConvertor and load your book file to it.
    

2. In the FileConvertor window, make the following editions.
    

Comment. For the renaming of Fiction Book files (fb2) it is not necessary to edit the file.
    

First line: ^
    

Second line: book author (authors): first name, middle name (optional), last name.
    

Third line: book title
    

Fourth line (optional): if the fourth line is bracketed by () brackets, it will be considered as a book subtitle.
    

    

How to open a file 
    

A file can be opened using either of the five options below.
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    1. Press but​ton.

    2. DragD​rop a fi​le eit​her to the tit​le bar area, or to the to​ol​bar area, or to the sta​tus bar area.

    3. If a fi​le has html0 or cit ex​ten​si​on, just do​ub​le-click on it.

    4. Run Bo​ok​Fin​ger, type yo​ur se​arc​hing cri​te​ria in "se​arch for" box, cho​ose the dri​vers to be se​arc​hed, and press "find". When the se​arch is fi​nis​hed, do​ub​le-click in the "fo​und" win​dow on the de​si​red fi​le​na​me.

    5. To run from the com​mand li​ne: Bo​ok​De​sig​ner.exe -r «fi​le na​me»

    

Non-readable text 
    

If you see the non-readable text of the loaded book, it means that you need to assign the chaset corresponding to your language. Right-click somewhere inside the main BookDesigner window, then press "Encoding" and choose the proper charset name.

    


How to use Book Corrector
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    BookCorrector al​lows one to trans​form to each ot​her such ma​in bo​ok ele​ments as bo​ok tit​le, bo​ok aut​hor, tit​les, sub​tit​les, pa​rag​raphs, epig​raphs, ver​ses and text aut​hor (text aut​hor is the aut​hor of the epig​raph or ver​se). See the Bo​ok​Cor​rec​tor lo​cal help for de​ta​ils.

    

How to join several books
    

    1. Open two ins​tan​ces of Bo​ok​De​sig​ner (say, win​dow 1 and win​dow 2).
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    2. In the win​dow 2, switch to the "edi​tor" mo​de.

    3. Lo​ad the bo​ok to the win​dow 1, se​lect the who​le its text (Ctrl+A) and copy it to the clip​bo​ard (Ctrl+Insor Ctrl+C).

    4. In the win​dow 2, put the cur​sor to the po​si​ti​on whe​re you want to pas​te the bo​ok text and press Shift+Ins or Ctrl+V.

    5. Re​pe​at the ope​ra​ti​ons 3, 4 with all the bo​oks which you want to jo​in.

    

How to join several files
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    Press then "jo​in bo​oks" and see lo​cal help for the "jo​in mul​tip​le fi​les" win​dow.

    

How to access recent files
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    The ac​cess to the re​cent fi​le list is pro​vi​ded from the "re​ader" mo​de only. To see the re​cent fi​le list, right click so​mew​he​re in​si​de the to​ol​bar. To open so​me fi​le from the re​cent fi​le list, click on its na​me. Ad​di​ti​onal​ly, the na​vi​ga​ti​on among the re​cently lo​aded fi​les can be per​for​med pres​sing "go back" and "go for​ward" but​tons.

    

How to see hot keys list
    

    The ac​cess to the hot keys list is pro​vi​ded from the "edi​tor" mo​de only. In or​der to see the hot keys list, right do​ub​le-click so​mew​he​re in​si​de the to​ol​bar.

    

Warnings related to the e-books creation
    

    1. If you are pla​ning to ma​ke yo​ur e-bo​ok from html, doc, rtf, prc, pdbor rb in​put fi​le, al​ways check eit​her "ke​ep ori​gi​nal for​mat" or "re-for​mat comp​le​tely" in "Set​tings" be​fo​re the in​put fi​le lo​ading.
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    2. Do not in​sert yo​ur own tags with Html Frag​ment Edi​tor.
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    3. Do not in​sert left and right mar​gins.

    

Tricks with Text Fragment Selection 
    

    It is strongly re​com​men​ded to use Bo​ok Cor​rec​tor op​ti​ons (espe​ci​al​ly re​la​ted to the se​lec​ti​on of text frag​ments) ins​te​ad of the bo​ok edi​ting in the Edi​tor mo​de. The usa​ge of Bo​ok Cor​rec​tor al​lows one not only to simp​lify the bo​ok edi​ting pro​ce​du​re, but al​so to over​ri​de se​ve​re MS DHTML Edi​tor bags which ap​pe​ar of​ten in the Edi​tor mo​de with the trans​for​ma​ti​ons of the bo​ok ele​ments.

    Hovewer if you want to use the op​ti​ons ava​ilab​le in the Edi​tor mo​de, but not pre​sen​ted in Bo​ok​Cor​rec​tor, do as fol​lows.
    Most part of edi​ting ope​ra​ti​ons is per​for​med with se​lec​ted text frag​ments. Com​pa​ring to the con​ven​ti​onal text edi​ting, se​lec​ti​on ope​ra​ti​ons for HTML text edi​ting are a lit​tle bit mo​re comp​li​ca​ted be​ca​use of​ten not only the text but al​so in​vi​sib​le HTML tags ha​ve to be inc​lu​ded in​to se​lec​ti​on. For the many ca​ses of prac​ti​cal con​cern, ho​we​ver, a pro​per se​lec​ti​on can be do​ne using the fol​lo​wing tricks.

    to se​lect a word, do​ub​le-click on its start.

    to se​lect a pa​rag​raph, click on it hol​ding Ctrl key or trip​le-click on it.

    to se​lect a part of text, click on the be​gin​ning of the part, press Shift key and, hol​ding Shift key, click on the end of the part.

    

Tricks with Fonts and Colors 
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Book Designer supports two types of font setting: global and local which are assigned through "Fonts" and "Colors" menus. These settings include font type, font size, and font color settings. The global settings affect the whole book text, while the local ones affect the selected text fragments only. If you select nothing in the main Book Designer window, the global settings are assigned, otherwise the local ones are assigned.

    

When you are typing being in the editor mode, Book Designer keeps the last local settings for the text under typing. If you want to come back to the global settings, make a space, type the first letter of a new word starting from which you want to apply global settings, and press "Esc".
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Example. Assume that your global settings are: font: Times New Roman, font size: small, color: blue. Using these settings you typed "global settings". Then you switched to: font: Impact, font size: medium, color: red and typed "local settings". Now you want to type "back to global settings" using again the global font settings. To do it, type the first letter "b" of the word "back", press "Esc" and continue your typing. As a result you get:.

    

If you want to assign the global setting for some text fragment, select it and press "Esc".

    Esc - re​turns to glo​bal font set​tings.
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    Book De​sig​ner sup​ports two types of font set​ting: glo​bal and lo​cal which are as​sig​ned thro​ugh "Fonts" and "Co​lors" me​nus. The​se set​tings inc​lu​de font type, font si​ze, and font co​lor set​tings. The glo​bal set​tings af​fect the who​le bo​ok text, whi​le the lo​cal ones af​fect the se​lec​ted text frag​ments only.

    When you are typing be​ing in the edi​tor mo​de, Bo​ok De​sig​ner ke​eps the last lo​cal set​tings for the text un​der typing. If you want to co​me back to the glo​bal set​tings, ma​ke a spa​ce, type the first let​ter of a new word star​ting from which you want to apply glo​bal set​tings, and press "Esc".
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    Example. As​su​me that yo​ur glo​bal set​tings are: font: Ti​mes New Ro​man, font si​ze: small, co​lor: blue. Using the​se set​tings you ha​ve typed "glo​bal set​tings". Then you switc​hed to: font: Im​pact, font si​ze: me​di​um, co​lor: red and ha​ve typed "lo​cal set​tings". Now you want to type "back to glo​bal set​tings" using aga​in the glo​bal font set​tings. To do it, type the first let​ter "b" of the word "back", press "Esc" and con​ti​nue yo​ur typing. As a re​sult you get:

    

    If you want to as​sign the glo​bal set​ting for so​me text frag​ment, se​lect it and press "Esc".

    

    Alt-F (Esc) - re​mo​ve font for​mat​ting from the se​lec​ted text

    Ctrl+B - con​vert se​lec​ted text to bold. The re​ver​se ope​ra​ti​on is per​for​med by pres​sing the but​tons aga​in.

    Ctrl+I- con​vert se​lec​ted text to ita​lic. The re​ver​se ope​ra​ti​on is per​for​med by pres​sing the but​tons aga​in.

    Ctrl+U - un​der​li​ne the se​lec​ted text. The re​ver​se ope​ra​ti​on is per​for​med by pres​sing the but​tons aga​in.

Book Reader Mode
    

Main features 
    

Depending on the options chosen in "Settings" menu and on the input file type, the program either converts the input file to the BookDesigner format or keeps its initial format intact. The detailed description of the formatting options is given in the local help of menu "Settings".

    

    If the in​put fi​le is con​ver​ted to the Bo​ok​De​sig​ner for​mat, then the prog​ram pro​vi​des the full pa​rag​raph jus​ti​fi​ca​ti​on that ma​kes the elect​ro​nic bo​ok ali​ke to the usu​al pa​per bo​ok. Al​so the prog​ram per​forms a text struc​tu​ral analy​sis to find out chap​ter tit​les, sub​tit​les, epig​raphs and ver​ses (the epig​raphs/ver​ses se​arch is per​for​med if find epig​raphs/find ver​ses box is chec​ked in "Set​tings" me​nu). The re​for​mat​ting al​go​rithm is pri​ma​rily de​ve​lo​ped for no​vel-style text struc​tu​re. It may fall down whi​le re​for​mat​ting ma​nu​al-style-li​ke html-fi​les (for ins​tan​ce, so​me prog​ram​mer gu​ide).
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The book reformatting is performed with a copy of the input file, so the original file is always kept the same. While the current book reading is not finished or a new file is not loaded, the program keeps automatically the reformatted file in a temporal directory (newer mind if you exit the program or not). However as soon as the current book reading is finished or a new file is loaded, the current file will be deleted at the next program closing. So, if you want to keep the current book file for the future usage, save it with somewhere aside of the main Book Designer directory and its subdirectories.

    

If the current book was not finished before the program closing, it will be loaded at the next program session scrolled to that page where your reading was finished.
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The program maintains the recent files list. In order to access this feature, right click somewhere inside the toolbar. Additionally, the navigation among the recently loaded files can be performed pressing "go back" and "go forward" buttons.
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The navigation inside the loaded book is provided by the "previous position" and "next position" bottons.
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The program provides the bookmark support which allows for a fast book text navigation. The bookmarks can be inserted by user at any place of the book. Also the program can create automatically the bookmarked book contents if the corresponding option is chosen (see the help of "Settings" menu).
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    The prog​ram has an op​ti​on al​lo​wing the user to col​lect and to edit se​pa​ra​ted frag​ments of the lo​aded bo​ok (Ci​ta​ti​on Edi​tor). The se​pa​ra​ted frag​ments can be sa​ved as a ci​ta​ti​on fi​le (*.cit) which can be re​ad by Bo​ok De​sig​ner as well as by any ot​her prog​ram sup​por​ting html-fi​le re​ading (for examp​le, by In​ter​net Exp​lo​rer).
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The program provides two text scrolling options: either the native Microsoft scroll or the Book Designer scroll (see the more detailed description of two options below). Additionally, the navigation among the pages can be performed typing a page number in the page indicator box and pressing "enter".

    

Many of program options can be accessed through the hot keys. In order to see the hot keys list, switch to the "Editor" mode and double-click on some icon-free place at the end of the toolbar.

    

Some standard commands (such as "select all","refresh", "save picture as", "encoding", etc. can be accessed from the "Reader" mode right-clicking inside the main window.

    

The program provides a bilingual help. The help languages can be switched between each other pressing "english/russian" button. Both the main help (this one) and specific quick helps for non-standard options are available. A specific quick help can be activated through the "help" button when an option has its own sub-window.

Bo​ok De​sig​ner fi​les (html0), Bo​ok De​sig​ner Ci​ta​ti​ons fi​les (cit) are ne​wer re-for​mat​ted. The met​hod of ot​her fi​les pro​ces​si​on de​pends on the op​ti​ons cho​sen in "Set​tings" (re​ad the lo​cal "Set​tings" help for de​ta​ils).

    

    The prog​ram sup​ports six types of non-La​tin char​sets: win-1251, koi8, cp866, iso, alt, and MacCyr. The char​set of in​put fi​le is de​tec​ted auto​ma​ti​cal​ly. If the char​set of in​put fi​le dif​fers from the win-1251 one, it will be con​ver​ted to the win-1251 char​set.

Book Editor Mode
    

Main features 
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    When you press, the prog​ram go​es to the edi​tor mo​de. Bo​ok Edi​tor is a Dyna​mic HTML (DHTML) edi​tor which al​lows one to edit the html fi​le so​ur​ce wit​ho​ut vi​ewing its html tags. Bo​ok Edi​tor has two types of HTML edi​ting to​ols: for con​ven​ti​onal users and for ad​van​ced users as well. The con​ven​ti​onal user pro​ce​du​re is very simp​le: just se​lect a text frag​ment to be edi​ted, press the ne​eded but​ton, and you will see im​me​di​ately the re​sults of cor​rec​ti​ons. At the sa​me ti​me, an ad​van​ced user fa​mi​li​ar with an HTML edi​ting can ac​cess any html frag​ment of the bo​ok thro​ugh html frag​ment edi​tor that al​lows to ma​ke di​rect chan​ges of HTML fi​le of the bo​ok.
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    Additionally to the text edi​ting fe​atu​res, Bo​ok Edi​tor pro​vi​des a pos​si​bi​lity to in​sert as many pic​tu​res as you wish at any pla​ce of the bo​ok. The exis​ted pic​tu​res can be easily edi​ted. Click on a pic​tu​re, and you will be ab​le to mo​ve it at any pla​ce. Do​ub​le click on a pic​tu​re, and you will get a full ac​cess to its pa​ra​me​ters such as: pic​tu​re si​ze, lo​ca​ti​on, bor​der thick​ness, etc.
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    Because Bo​ok Edi​tor is an edi​tor of html fi​les, it can be used not only for elect​ro​nic bo​oks edi​ting but al​so for fast de​sig​ning of web pa​ges.
