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1. Preparation[bookmark: 1Preparation__MD_autoTOC_1]

This is a text document with Markdown 1 to be converted to ePub by calibre.


Markdown your plain text document as required to give calibre all it needs to
   produce excellent ePub files complete with TOC sections.


The double-underline generates H1 in the HTML whilst the double-hash characters
   at the start of the line tell Markdown to generate H2 in the HTML data.


I use H1 only for the title page and H2 for chapter headings.


Calibre 2 can then be tolled to generate the TOC from these H2 lines.

Convert the marked down text file to ePub using the following settings:



 	Table of Contents : Tick the box "Force use of auto-generate Table of Contents"



 


 	Table of Contents : Level 1 Toc = "//h:h2"  (just use the wizard button to select h2)



 


 	TXT Input : Tick the box "Process using markdown"



 


 	TXT Input : Clear the box "Do not insert ToC into output text when using markdown"



 



Other sections can use default values or your own preferences.


The ToC ended up at the end of my ePub but you can move this with any ePub editor.
   Perhaps it would be useful to have a calibre option to specify where this ToC should go.
