God became man to suffer for all of 
mankind through death and resurrection. He knew in advance of 
what He was going to face, and that, even more strengthens the act of 
His love to mankind by death on the cross and shedding His blood. 
What more can one give? This is real, true love. So we must ask 
 what less can I give ?

The Existence of God



The Existence of God Stated



The existence of God is not something that the Bible tries to prove;  it declares it as fact. God 
does not need to defend His existence. He desires to enlighten mankind to the fact that He is 
what He says He is, the one and only God. The opening line of the Bible reads  In the 
beginning God   (Genesis 1:1 NKJV). Also from Genesis 1:3-29 you will see the words 
 God said  nine times again declaring His existence.



For any person to believe in God they must have that belief within their mind, heart and soul 
without doubt but truly seeking after Him. Believing is a prerequisite to having and putting 
your faith in God. Accepting the existence of God is the beginning of one s ability to have 
faith and one must believe and allow God, in His Word and Spirit, to work within the 
individual. In Hebrews 11:6 we see that one must believe in God s existence first. This 
would mean that one needs to put his/her faith into action by believing.




(Hebrews 11:6 NKJV) 6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to 
God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.



By faith mankind must come to the belief in God. Without taking this step, nothing can be 
received or known of God in any manner that makes sense. One s faith is the linkage 
between mankind and God, the creation and the creator. (Hebrews 11:1 KJV)  Faith is the 
substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen . Through one s faith the 
existence of God becomes real, and then it can become a substance of hope;  the reality to 
which one s faith is directed.



God has provided physical and visible proofs that shed light of His existence in the world and 
universe that He created. These physical things that can be seen also reflect the invisible 
attributes of God. So mankind really has no excuse for not believing in the existence of God. 
(Romans 1:20 KJV)  For the invisible things of Him from the creation of the world are 
clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power the 
Godhead;  so that they are without excuse. 



David wrote in the OT -  The fool hath said in his heart, there is no God.  (Psalm 53:1 KJV)



Existence of God and Arguments for His Existence



Cosmological Argument



The Cosmological Argument questions  how did it come to be ? In other words  how did it 
get here?  This argument looks at the existence of an effect (the universe) and then identifies 
the existence of its cause (God, the creator). And if the universe exists, someone or 
something must have put it there, which leads back to a creator, God.



(Genesis 1:1 KJV) 1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.




(Psalms 19:1-6 KJV) 1 The heavens declare the glory of God;  and the firmament sheweth his 
handywork. 2 Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto night sheweth knowledge. 3 There 
is no speech nor language, where their voice is not heard. 4 Their line is gone out through all 
the earth, and their words to the end of the world. In them hath he set a tabernacle for the sun, 
5  Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his chamber, and rejoiceth as a strong man to run a 
race. 6 His going forth is from the end of the heaven, and his circuit unto the ends of it: and 
there is nothing hid from the heat thereof.




Teleological Argument



The Teleological Argument refers to purpose and design. There seems to be a purpose of the 
universe and the planet earth and the design of it is perfect. The operation of the planets is in 
harmony with each other indicating a design that has a reason or purpose. Note that the 
world and planets are in the perfect shape, they are round.




Anthropological Argument



The Anthropological Argument refers to the creation of mankind. Anthropos is a Greek 
word for man/mankind. The creation of mankind was performed by God. God is the 
designer and engineer of this creation and mankind was made in the image (likeness) of God.



(Genesis 1:26-27 KJV) 26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: 
and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the 
cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 27 So 
God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him;  male and female 
created he them.






    	Text Message   The Greek word that pertains to only a male person, adult, husband or 
opposite a female is  Aner    the Greek work  anthropos  primary designates a human 
being regardless of sex. It is male and female that bears the image of God.








Dominion (control or the exercise of control) was given to mankind at their creation by God. 
They are superior to all other created living things on earth. One of the strongest arguments 
for the existence of an intelligent God is that mankind was given the greatest intelligence 
over all of the other created living things on earth by their creator and the dominion over 
them. Human beings, who are all distinct and unique from each other, argue the existence of 
a creator of no limits on His ability to continue to create and sustain life in all of its 
complexities. Evolution theories are mankind s attempt to escape from the accountability and 
responsibility to God their creator. It is also a lie of the deceiver, Satan, who deceives us into 
believing that mankind is a god himself or equal to God. The acceptance of this will kill, 
destroy and steal one s eternal life in paradise with God their creator.



Ontological Argument



The Ontological Argument and the Anthropological Argument are similar. Mankind who is 
a created intelligence also has an intuition with the understanding of knowledge without the 
process of reasoning. They know intuitively that there is a God. This is knowledge that they 
are born and created with. The fact that there is a universal belief in a god or gods in every 
nation on earth substantiates this argument. If people do not accept or find the true God, they 
will make a deity of their own to worship such as money, movie stars, and philosophies of 
mankind, gods made of statues and technology/science, to satisfy this intuitive knowledge. 
Belief in God is not just the result of cultural conditioning. It is intuitive.



(Acts 17:23-25 NKJV) 23 for as I was passing through and considering the objects of your 
worship, I even found an altar with this inscription: TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Therefore, 
the One whom you worship without knowing, Him I proclaim to you: 24 God, who made the 
world and everything in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples 
made with hands. 25 Nor is He worshiped with men s hands, as though He needed anything, 
since He gives to all life, breath, and all things



(Romans 1:18-20 NKJV) 19 because what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God 
has shown it to them. 20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly 
seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so 
that they are without excuse,



Moral Argument



The Moral Argument concerns that aspect of mankind s inner sense of right and wrong. 
People have an internal sense of knowing and feeling right and wrong, mostly adhering to the 
right and avoiding the wrong. The Bible calls this conscience and considers it a God-given 
sense. Being universal, it is a witness to the existence of a supreme law-giver and judge who 
built into mankind this sense of responsibility for the right and for understanding wrong.



(John 8:9 NKJV) Then those who heard it, being convicted by their conscience, went out 
one by one, beginning with the oldest even to the last. And Jesus was left alone, and the 
woman standing in the midst.




Biological Argument



Biological pertains to biology, which is the science of living things. The Greek word  bios  
means  life . The outstanding characteristic of living things is that they can make life and it 
is a scientific fact that life can only come from pre-existent life, not from matter alone. 
Therefore to trace all life back to its source, we must eventually come back to God Himself. 
This life-source is God.



(John 1:1-5 NKJV) 1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the 
Word was God. 2 He was in the beginning with God. 3 All things were made through Him, 
and without Him nothing was made that was made. 4 In Him was life, and the life was the 
light of men. 5And the light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not comprehend it.



Historical Argument



The Historical Argument links points of history to a power beyond governing, guiding, and 
controlling the destinies of the nations of the world. History itself argues the existence of 
God who watches over and controls its outcome. An example would be the fall of Babylon;  
it fell on a night when soldiers forgot to close the gates in the wall through which the great 
river Euphrates flowed. God s prophets had foretold this over one hundred years before it 
took place (Isaiah 45:1-5;  Daniel 5). There are many other illustrations of the fact that behind 
it all we see the hand of God moving to accomplish His will. A study of history can help 
identify these.



Christological Argument



The Christological Argument can be considered one of the strongest arguments. History of 
Jesus Christ is a fact and it is impossible to explain His person apart from the existence of 
God. Jesus Christ is the greatest revelation of God s existence. All that He was, did, and 
said attests to the existence of God.




(John 1:14-18 NKJV) 14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His 
glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth. 15 John bore 
witness of Him and cried out, saying,  ; This was He of whom I said,  He who comes after me 
is preferred before me, for He was before me.    16 And of His fullness we have all received, 
and grace for grace. 17 For the law was given through Moses, but grace and truth came 
through Jesus Christ. 18 No one has seen God at any time. The only begotten Son, who is in 
the bosom of the Father, He has declared Him.




Biblical Argument



The Biblical Argument is just that, the Bible is its witness to the existence of God. These 
writings which are inspired by God and the harmony and consistency of them argue the 
existence of a higher intelligence than mankind.



Non-Believer Philosophies of God



A review of the non-Believer s philosophies, concerning God show two groups: Theistic and 
Non-Theistic. The Theistic view believes that there is a god or gods. The Non-Theistic view 
believes that there is no god at all.



Theistic Views



Pantheistic View



The Pantheistic view is the belief that God is all and all is God. The words  pan  meaning 
 all  and  theo  meaning  God  make up the term Pantheism. This view regards all finite 
things as aspects or parts of one eternal self-existence being. This view also believes that 
there is no God apart from nature, and that everything in nature is a part or manifestation of 
God.



Materialistic Pantheism   This is the belief in the eternity of matter and the spontaneous 
generation of life. The universe and nature are the only gods that mankind can worship. 
This theory ignores and misreads all the evidence in the material realm that there is a God 
who exists beyond it.



Hylozoism or Panpsychism - These are the same beliefs under different names. They state 
that all matter has both physical properties and the principle of life in it. This theory extends 
beyond materialistic pantheism in a search for a non-material god. But it still denies the 
existence of a supreme personal being.



Neutralism - This belief states mind and matter are only pieces of reality and that reality is a 
neutral substance missing and denying an existence of God.



Idealism - This theory states that the ultimate reality is of the nature of the mind. It says that 
the world is the product of the mind, either of the individual mind or of the infinite mind. It 
is the theory that everything exists only in the mind.



Philosophical Mysticism - This is any philosophy that seeks to discover the nature of reality 
through the process of thought or spiritual intuition, making man god or gods. This belief 
claims that the only god is the god within. This is deification and worship of self .

Polytheistic View



The Polytheistic view is the worship of many gods. Most ancient religions were polytheistic 
and some still exist today. The Bible denounces polytheism. There are no gods other than 
God Himself. Mankind has been given a warning by God not to turn to idols or make images 
of the heathen gods. (This includes worshiping others in place of God, such as worshipping 
Mary who was the earthly mother of Jesus. She is only a created being and not to be 
worshipped). Even mentioning other gods was not acceptable and should never be done. The 
worship or acceptance of their being is called idolatry and will come under the curse and 
wrath of God. There is only one true God.



(Exodus 20:3 NKJV) You shall have no other gods before Me



(Leviticus 19:4-5 KJV) 4 Turn ye not unto idols, nor make to yourselves molten gods: I am 
the LORD your God. 5 And if ye offer a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the LORD, ye shall 
offer it at your own will.



(Joshua 23:7 NKJV) 7 and lest you go among these nations, these who remain among you. 
You shall not make mention of the name of their gods, nor cause anyone to swear by them;  
you shall not serve them nor bow down to them,



(Deuteronomy 7:4-5 NKJV) 4 For they will turn your sons away from following Me, to serve 
other gods;  so the anger of the LORD will be aroused against you and destroy you suddenly. 
5 But thus you shall deal with them: you shall destroy their altars, and break down their 
sacred pillars, and cut down their wooden images, and burn their carved images with fire.



Dualistic View



The Dualistic view is a belief that there are two separate values or gods of eternal and equal 
power who are at war with each other. The early Gnostics held this view of two Gods in 
conflict in the universe and that this conflict is generally fought out in and among human 
beings. Examples would be good and evil, right and wrong, mind and matter, thought and 
thing. This is contradictory to God s revelation of Himself;  He is one God over all. There is 
no contest.



Deistic View



The Deistic View believes that God is only present in creation by His power, not in His 
person. This view believes that God set the various laws of nature in motion during creation 
and left the universe to maintain itself by these laws. It believes that pertaining to mankind 
also. This belief states an absentee God. Teaching that truth concerning God can be known 
by reason. It rejects the Bible as Gods Word or revelation of Himself. This view believes that 
only principles of natural religion are identified in the book.

Non-Theistic Views (Atheistic and Agnostic Views)



The Atheistic View



Practical - This thought teaches that there may be a God but lives as if there is none. They 
have no interest in religion because of hypocrisy among the professors of religion.



Dogmatic   One who is dogmatic, will openly declare his/her disbelief in the existence of 
any god.



Virtual - This idea generates abstract definitions of God to try and account for the world and 
life, such as  social consciousness  or  the unknowable  or  moral order of the universe . In 
making God so obscure it is virtually atheistic.



Critical   This thought denies the existence of God on the grounds that no one can prove or 
demonstrate the existence of God.



Classical   This concept is aimed at denying the god or gods of some particular religion.



Rationalistic - Enthrones reason and dethrones faith in the existence of God. It claims reason 
as the only source of knowledge.



Atheism is unreasonable and arrogant in that it ignores all the facts and evidences of the 
existence of God and then makes a universal conclusion that He does not exist. As David 
said in (Psalm 14:1 KJV)  the fool hath said in his heart, there is no God. 



Agnostic View



The Agnostic view believes that one cannot know whether God exists or not. This thought 
neither denies nor affirms the existence of God. An Agnostic is one who says  I cannot 
know  or  I know nothing . This belief holds that we cannot have knowledge as to the 
existence or nature of God and the universe.   It is willful ignorance not plain ignorance.



(Acts 17:23-24 NKJV) 23 for as I was passing through and considering the objects of your 
worship, I even found an altar with this inscription: TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Therefore, 
the One whom you worship without knowing, Him I proclaim to you: 24 God, who made the 
world and everything in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples 
made with hands.



Nature of God



Unless God takes the initiative and reveals Himself to us, he/she will stumble on in the 
darkness of insufficient reason. Mankind s wisdom is foolishness when it comes to knowing 
God. However, God has revealed Himself in the Scriptures. Mankind must accept this self-revelation 
or else he/she will not be able to know God. We must rely on the Bible s 
description of God. The Scriptures gives us 4 basic definitions/descriptions of God in His 
own eternal and essential nature and being (Love, Spirit, Light, and Fire).



(Ephesians 4:17-18 NKJV) 17 This I say, therefore, and testify in the Lord, that you should no 
longer walk as the rest of the Gentiles walk, in the futility of their mind, 18 having their 
understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God, because of the ignorance that 
is in them, because of the blindness of their heart; 



(1 Corinthians 1:19-21 NKJV) 19 For it is written:  I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, And 
bring to nothing the understanding of the prudent.  20 Where is the wise? Where is the scribe? 
Where is the disputer of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of this world? 21 For 
since, in the wisdom of God, the world through wisdom did not know God, it pleased God 
through the foolishness of the message preached to save those who believe.



God is Love



Love refers to the very heart of God s nature. God does not just have love, He is love. Love 
involves the grace, mercy, kindness, goodness and benevolence of God toward all His 
creatures and He showed His love through Jesus Christ.



(1 John 4:8-12 NKJV) 8 He who does not love does not know God, for God is love. 9 In this 
the love of God was manifested toward us, that God has sent His only begotten Son into the 
world, that we might live through Him. 10 In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He 
loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, 
we also ought to love one another. 12 No one has seen God at any time. If we love one 
another, God abides in us, and His love has been perfected in us.



(John 3:16 NKJV) 16 For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that 
whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.



God is Spirit



God is a spirit being. This is why God is spoken of as being invisible. It is also one reason 
why God forbade Israel to make any visible images or similitude of Himself. God is also a 
personal being. When we speak of God as being a Spirit, this does not mean that He is some 
impersonal force or entity. He is a person with self-consciousness, self-determination, will, 
intelligence and feelings. In His personhood He is essentially spiritual. He can not be 
restricted to any particular place or in any sense be brought under control as a physical thing.



(John 4:24 NKJV) 24 God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and 
truth. 



(1 Timothy 1:17 NKJV) 17 Now to the King eternal, immortal, invisible, to God who alone is 
wise, be honor and glory forever and ever. Amen.




(1 Corinthians 2:11-13 NKJV) 11 For what man knows the things of a man except the spirit of 
the man which is in him? Even so no one knows the things of God except the Spirit of God. 
12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we 
might know the things that have been freely given to us by God. 13 These things we also 
speak, not in words which man s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches, 
comparing spiritual things with spiritual.

God is Light



Light reflects the majesty or the glory of God. God is light, and He dwells in unapproachable 
light that no one has seen, nor can see. God does not just have light;  He is light. Light is 
absolutely pure, impossible to defile. As light, God is eternal, immortal and invisible.



(1 John 1:5-7 NKJV) This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to 
you, that God is light and in Him is no darkness at all. 6 If we say that we have fellowship 
with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. 7 But if we walk in the 
light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ 
His Son cleanses us from all sin.



(1 Timothy 1:17 NKJV) 17 Now to the King eternal, immortal, invisible, to God who alone is 
wise, be honor and glory forever and ever. Amen.



(1 Timothy 6:16 NKJV) 16 who alone has immortality, dwelling in unapproachable light, 
whom no man has seen or can see, to whom be honor and everlasting power. Amen.



God is a Consuming Fire



A consuming fire identifies the holiness of God s nature. Fire is not God, but God s holiness 
is a consuming fire. This relates to the definition that God is light. The most frequent 
symbol used of God in the Bible is that of fire. It is always significant of His holiness and absolute righteousness manifested in judgment against sin. (Hebrews 12:29 KJV) 29 For our 
God is a consuming fire.

Attributes of God



The Attributes of God are those qualities or characteristics that make up God. These 
attributes are what makes God what and who He is. These can be divided into two different 
groupings;  essential, those that only belong to God and moral, those that pertain to God and 
His creatures that are capable of having these attributes.



(Romans 1:20 NKJV) 20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly 
seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so 
that they are without excuse,



Essential Attributes



The essential attributes belong only to God and are what separate God from His creatures. 
This is what makes God who he is, the one and only God. These can never become attributes 
of mankind, because these attributes are what makes God unique from anything else, and 
only belong to God. These are also spoken of as being non-moral or incommunicable 
attributes of God, which separates God from His creatures.



God is Eternal



God is eternal, having no beginning or end, the everlasting one. There never was a time 
when God was not. He has always been and will always be. This concept is sometimes hard 
for mankind to understand since we live in  time  that consists of a beginning and an end. 
This is not so with God. He exists in eternity. In the creation of mankind God s intent was 
for them to be eternal beings with Him. Then sin entered the world, separating mankind and 
God, bringing death. But God has provided salvation through Jesus Christ and this salvation 
brings with it an eternal life with God, Who is eternal.



(Isaiah 43:10-12 NKJV) 10  You are My witnesses,  says the LORD,  And My servant whom I 
have chosen, That you may know and believe Me, And understand that I am He. Before Me 
there was no God formed, Nor shall there be after Me. 11 I, even I, am the LORD, And besides 
Me there is no savior. 12 I have declared and saved, I have proclaimed, And there was no 
foreign god among you;  Therefore you are My witnesses,  Says the LORD,  that I am God.



The following Scriptures confirm the truth that God is eternal. He is not limited to or by 
time. He is timeless. Although the saints receive eternal life and will live forever, as God 
does, such eternal life is given by God. Eternity of being can never be ascribed to mankind, 
as it is only an essential attribute of God.

The Godhead



The Scriptures do not attempt to explain the mystery of the Godhead;  they declare it 
(Colossians 2:2;  1 Timothy 3:16). Much of the misunderstanding relative to the being of 
God, especially in the area of the distinctions in the Godhead, has come into the Church 
because of the terminology and theological phraseology that has been developed through the 
centuries. In the New Testament the term  the Godhead  is used in relation to God. The 
word refers to that which is Divine, to Deity, involving God s revelation of His own make up 
of being and that being is ONE God with three different personalities: the Father, the Son and 
the Holy Spirit.



One way to look at it for an understanding is to compare it to the sun. The sun is a single 
star, yet it has three major attributes;  energy, light, and heat. One sun with three attributes 
that are not able to be separated and can be considered equal to each other and co-exist. The 
sun is needed to sustain life on earth, as God is needed to sustain the entire universe.



The very fact that the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are linked together in the baptismal 
command (Matthew 28:19) shows that there is co-existence, co-equality in nature, power and 
attributes, as well as co-eternity of being. God is one undivided and indivisible essence, but 
in the one true God there are three eternal distinctions, the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.



Although the Bible never formally speaks of the Person of God, it does reveal the personality 
of God as Father, Son and Holy Spirit. So when we speak of the Persons in the Eternal 
Godhead, it is not used in the ordinary sense as used of human persons. The Scriptures 
clearly show that the Father, Son and Holy Spirit each have the characteristics and qualities 
of personality. The word  trinity  was introduced by Tertullian, one of the early Church 
Fathers, to define the teaching concerning the Godhead. It simply means  threefold  or  three in one . Though the word  trinity  is not used in the Scriptures, the words  three  and 
 one  is used. A consideration of these words reveals that the God of the Bible is triune in 
nature and being.

Let us consider the truth that God is one God and God is three personalities, as set forth in 
the Scriptures. In doing so, we find that in the Biblical revelation of God, there are two 
streams of Scripture concerning His Person, as being   God is one, and God is three.



We must avoid heresies such as Unitarianism who overlook the persons of the Father, Son 
and Holy Spirit. That can lead someone to believe that God is a numerical number one. We 
also must avoid the heresy of Tri-theism which teaches God is three different Gods, instead 
of one God with three persons within. This can be avoided by NOT over-emphasizing either. 
We must keep a balance of the understanding of God s make up and keep our belief in one 
God, existing in three persons, distinguishable, but indivisible.

The Trinity of God



The Old and New Testaments of the Bible also teach that not only is God one but that God is 
three in person. This is called the Trinity of God. This means that there is one God 
manifested in three Persons. There are two kinds of unity spoken of in the Bible, an absolute 
and a compound. There are two Greek and two Hebrew words that translate the word  one . 
The Hebrew words are  yachead  and  echad . Yachead means absolute unity, a numerical 
number. In the Old Testament it is used, but never to describe the unity of God, instead it is 
used to signify the one way to God, one Son of God, and one hope of salvation.

In the Old Testament the Hebrew word  echad  is used many times and it usually has the 
thought of a compound unity;  the unity of more than one. This word is used in the Old 
Testament concerning the one God. The two Greek words that have the same usage are 
 heis  and  monos . God is referred to as one but not just referring to a number one but to a 
compound unity;  unity of one with more than one person within. This identifies the plurality 
of Divine Persons in the one God. This unity is a compound tri-unity, the union of three in 
one.

The Scripture (Deuteronomy 6:4) uses this and states that  Jehovah Elohim  is a united one, 
uni-plural in nature and being.



The word  elohim  is a uni-plural word implying plurality of divine persons. Yet it was this 
which preserved Israel from total lapse into heathen polytheistic religions, the worship of 
many gods.

Throughout the Bible God is always identified as one God, undivided and existing with three 
eternal distinctions. In the Godhead which is represented by the Father, the Son and the Holy 
Spirit are three persons in one God, distinguishable but indivisible.

All of these verses speak of the plurality of divine Persons in the one God, and generally this 
Hebrew uni-plural word  Elohim  is used in the Old Testament to speak of the Eternal

Introduction



The Bible itself declares that Jesus Christ is God manifested in the flesh. He is the eternal 
Son of God, who made the perfect sacrifice for sin and made redemption available for fallen 
mankind. His virgin birth, sinless humanity, death, burial and resurrection are fulfillment of 
a promise that was identified throughout the Old Testament and was completed in the New 
Testament. God s plan of salvation was put in motion and revealed by Jesus Christ.



It now becomes critical for all of mankind to face and answer three questions related to the 
Lord Jesus Christ. The questions were asked of the religious leaders in the time of Jesus and 
also by Pilate of the many seeking to bring about the death and crucifixion of Jesus. They 
are saying:  What do you think about the Christ ?  Whose Son is He ? (Matthew 22:42 NKJV) and Pilate said to them,  What then shall I do with Jesus who is called Christ ? 
(Matthew 27:22 NKJV). How a person answers these questions will dictate their decision of 
accepting the salvation plan given to mankind by God. The plan of salvation was revealed by 
God in Jesus Christ and what a person believes about Jesus Christ is the most important 
decision that they will ever make in this lifetime. This decision also will determine their 
eternal existence with their creator, God, or an eternal separation apart from God, eternal 
damnation.



There is no other way, of salvation   there is no other plan   there is no other God   there is 
only one path to God and that is through Jesus Christ. (John 14:6 NKJ) 6 Jesus said to him, 
 I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.



Heresies Concerning the Person of Christ



Heresies concerning the person of Christ were started during early stages of the church. The 
Gospels and Epistles of the apostolic writers dealt with these issues as they became known. 
Today these same basic heresies exist in our culture. Because of these heresies various 
councils of the Patristic Church (fathers of the early Christian Church) got together and 
formulated doctrinal statements and creeds to defend the Biblical Christology. Following are 
the most prominent heresies concerning the person of Christ, which the false cults in 
Christendom base their teachings upon.

Orthodox Statement Concerning the Person of Christ



Due to the heresies that fumed over the person of Christ, the different church councils got 
together periodically to forge out creeds on the anvil of truth in an attempt to defend and 
safeguard them. (Jude 3 HCSB)  Dear friends, although I was eager to write you about the 
salvation we share, I found it necessary to write and exhort you to contend for the faith that 
was delivered to the saints once for all. 



Such creeds were not done by the apostles but the truth was written within their writings. 
These truths needed to be pulled together and organized in such a fashion to articulate creeds 
that would identify and clearly define the truths concerning the person of Christ.



Noted is the Creed from  Council of Chalcedon . This best states the orthodox (adhering to 
the accepted or traditional and established faith   early church) position concerning Christ s 
glorious person.



This Creed is that which was formulated by the  Council of Chalcedon  in 451 A.D.



 Following the holy fathers we all with one consent teach and confess one and the same Son, 
our Lord Jesus Christ, the same perfect in deity, and the same perfect in humanity, truly God, 
and the same truly Man, of reasonable soul and body, of the same substance with the Father 
as to His divinity, of the same substance with us as to His humanity, in all things like to us, 
except sin, before the ages begotten of the Father as to His deity, but in the latter days for us, 
and for our redemption, begotten (the same) of the Virgin Mary, the mother of God, as to His 
humanity, one and the same Christ, Son, Lord. Only-begotten manifested in two natures, 
without confusion, without conversion, indivisibly, inseparably. The distinction of natures 
being by no means abolished by the union, but rather the property of each preserved and 
combined into one person and one hypostasis;  not one severed or divided into two.  (Robert 
Clark, in  The Christ of God  pp.41-42)



Prophecies in the Old Testament Concerning the Person of Christ



The Old Testament prophecies pertaining to the coming of the Messiah reveals that there 
were two types of thought. One type speaks of the deity of Christ, while the other speaks of 
the humanity of Christ.



The Deity of Christ - the following Scriptures identify the deity of Christ, stating that the 
Savior/Redeemer would be God incarnated. (Manifested in the flesh   embodied in human

These verses link together how God identified and worked through a man, a nation from a 
man, a tribe of the nation, a house from the tribe, and a virgin woman from the house and 
then preserved the genealogy of the Messiah as to His humanity.



Foretelling of the Messiah in the Old Testament was done by the prophets. They all agreed 
that this Messiah would be God and man in one person possessing divine and human natures. 
Since the creation of Adam and Eve all of mankind was born of an earthly father and mother. 
The Messiah would be born of a women that is a virgin and His father would not be an 
earthly human father but of God. The child would be a seed of the woman as stated in 
(Genesis 3:15), and yet the Son of God by a virgin (Isaiah 7:14). The birth of Jesus Christ 
was the fulfillment of these prophecies (Matthew 1:18-23 with Luke 1:35).



It is upon this fact of the virgin birth that Biblical doctrine hangs. If Jesus Christ is not 
virgin born, He is not sinless, and if He is not sinless, then He Himself needs a Savior. If He 
Himself needs salvation, then He cannot be our Savior, Lord or King, and the entire 
redemptive plan falls powerless to the ground. So we need to understand and believe the 
foundational significance of the incarnation.



The Incarnation of Christ



All of the New Testament writers bear witness to the truth of the incarnation. It is a historical 
fact that Jesus Christ was born. Under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit men of God were 
used to document in detail the facts and truths of this extraordinary event. The word 
 incarnation  means  God taking on Himself human flesh . God became man in Jesus, 
deity took upon Himself humanity.



To Mary



Mary who was a young Hebrew virgin was visited by the Angel Gabriel announcing the 
virgin birth of the Messiah. Man would not be the father of this child but the Holy Spirit 
Himself would overshadow the virgin and place within her womb the seed of the Father God. 
A miracle would take place and cause this child to be born, sinless. Natural means of 
mankind cannot account for this miracle. Mary, in total faith, was willing to accept the 
responsibility and challenge of being the mother of the Christ-child. Becoming obedient to 
what God had called her to do.



(Luke 1:26-35 NKJV) 26 Now in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent by God to a city 
of Galilee named Nazareth, 27 to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the 
house of David. The virgin s name was Mary. 28 And having come in, the angel said to her,  Rejoice, highly favored one, the Lord is with you;  blessed are you among women!  29 But 
when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying, and considered what manner of greeting 
this was. 30 Then the angel said to her,  Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with 
God. 31 And behold, you will conceive in your womb and bring forth a Son, and shall call His 
name JESUS. 32 He will be great, and will be called the Son of the Highest;  and the Lord God 
will give Him the throne of His father David. 33 And He will reign over the house of Jacob 
forever, and of His kingdom there will be no end.  34Then Mary said to the angel,  How can 
this be, since I do not know a man?  35 And the angel answered and said to her,  The Holy 
Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Highest will overshadow you;  therefore, 
also, that Holy One who is to be born will be called the Son of God.



To Joseph



In the book of Matthew Jesus  birth is introduced after a listing of genealogy breaking the 
pattern of common decent. The account of this miraculous birth stated that Mary was found 
with child of the Holy Spirit. The Messianic genealogy was begotten of men, but the 
Messiah was born outside of men to Mary. So Joseph, after finding out about Mary carrying 
a child, was ready to have her put away with a bill of divorcement rather than have her 
stoned to death, which was the Law of Moses at that time, since he knew he was the physical 
father. Then an Angel of the Lord appeared to him and specifically told him that the child 
would be a Son whose name was to be called Jesus. This child was the result of the 
overshadowing of the Holy Spirit and would be Immanuel,  God with us . Joseph, in faith 
became willing to take the legal custody of the child, accepting the testimony of the Angel 
concerning the purity of his espoused wife, and accepting the miraculous virgin birth, acting 
in obedience to God.



(Matthew 1:18-25 NKJV) 18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was as follows: After His mother 
Mary was betrothed to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the 
Holy Spirit. 19 Then Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not wanting to make her a 
public example, was minded to put her away secretly. 20 But while he thought about these 
things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying,  Joseph, son of 
David, do not be afraid to take to you Mary your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of 
the Holy Spirit. 21 And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name JESUS, for He 
will save His people from their sins.  22 So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which 
was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying: 23  Behold, the virgin shall be with 
child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel,  which is translated,  God 
with us.  24 Then Joseph, being aroused from sleep, did as the angel of the Lord commanded 
him and took to him his wife, 25 and did not know her till she had brought forth her firstborn 
Son. And he called His name JESUS.



The Incarnation Personally



Evidence of His own origin, the truth of His miraculous birth was identified by Jesus 
Himself. Jesus said  I came out from God;  I came forth from the Father . He knew that He 
was David s Lord, as to His deity and David s son, as to His humanity. He claimed God as 
His Father on numerous occasions, never saying that Joseph was His father. Three times 
God the Father spoke from heaven bearing witness to the Son s miraculous birth.



(Matthew 3:16-17 KJV) 16 And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the 
water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending 
like a dove, and lighting upon him: 17 And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my 
beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.

The Incarnation Theologically



There are those who reject the virgin birth and lay claim that the writers of the Epistles never 
spoke about it. This is not accurate, the writers of the Epistles do speak of both Christ s deity 
and humanity in a language of theology.



Following are Scriptures from the Apostle Paul, Apostle Peter, and Apostle John confirming 
the truth of the virgin birth. A consideration of these references all point to the truth of the 
incarnation;  Jesus Christ is God manifest in the flesh. He is the God-Man. The apostles 
confirmed theologically in the epistles the virgin birth as set forth historically in the Gospels.

The Necessity of the Incarnation



The Incarnation became necessary when mankind sinned, causing mankind s separation from 
God and bringing on a death penalty (Genesis 2:16-17 NKJV) 16 And the LORD God 
commanded the man, saying,  Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat;  17 but of the 
tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you 
shall surely die.  - Also read - (Genesis Chapter 3). Mankind then needed someone to 
redeem them from their sin, death, and restore their relationship with God. However, all 
those who would be born of Adam s race/seed would be born in sin and need redemption 
from sin and death for themselves. None of Adam s race/seed could by any means redeem 
his brother. If mankind is to be redeemed, then someone must shed their blood for mankind, 
and if no one of Adam s race/seed could do this then only God could redeem mankind. By 
His own law, God had to become man to accomplish this act. The fall of mankind 
necessitated God to become a man in order to redeem mankind back to a relationship with 
Himself/God.

The nature of the Incarnation is given to us by Paul in the Philippians epistle in the sevenfold 
humiliation of the Christ of God. The seven steps of humiliation are noted in the 
following outline of (Philippians 2:6-8 NKJV) who, being in the form of God, did not 
consider it robbery to be equal with God, 7 but made Himself of no reputation, taking the 
form of a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men. 8 And being found in appearance 
as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point of death, even the death of 
the cross.

This statement by Paul about Christ    made Himself of no reputation - is saying that Christ 
emptied Himself by being in  the form of God  and taking upon Himself  the form of man . 
This was a self-emptying course of action. This is identified as the Kenosis Theory. The 
phrases  emptied Himself  come from a Greek word  kenoo  meaning  to make empty . 
Theologians in general accept this theory. But there is some misunderstanding concerning it. 
Some of the common questions asked are: in what way did Christ empty Himself?   What 
did this self-emptying consist of? And, in be coming man did He cease to be God? All 
legitimate questions.

Proper Concepts



In becoming man Christ did not cease being God. He did not give up the possession or use 
of His divine attributes. God was not changed into a man, but assumed the nature of man 
without ceasing to be God, yes a miracle that only God is capable of performing.





Christ always possessed divine attributes such as omnipresence, omnipotence, omniscience, 
immutable, self-existence, eternal, holiness, righteousness, love, and faithfulness;  these being 
both essential and moral attributes of God.



In His self-emptying Christ became a man with the same dependencies as all mankind. The 
glory, majesty and outward expression of the Godhead that He had with the Father and Holy 
Spirit had been put aside so that He could become the redeemer of mankind. Taking on the 
status of a servant He still retained the status of God. This was completed in the virgin birth. 
During this period He did the Father s will in speech and in action and not the will of this 
human nature. He came into voluntary dependence upon the anointing of the Holy Spirit. 
This was self-subordination for a redemptive purpose. He never acted for selfish purpose 
keeping His divine prerogatives under control.

Jesus still possesses His glorified body, after being raised from the dead. This body is sinless, 
immortal and incorruptible. As the Father commanded Him, He (Jesus) laid down His life for 
all of mankind. This was OBEDIECE ACTED OUT.



Jesus, in His ascension has taken manhood to the Godhead. This resurrection serves as a 
sample of all other human resurrections. He is at the throne on high glorified as the man 
Christ Jesus.



Jesus  humanity is a fact. He was born and lived upon earth. He is the eternal son of God and 
became the Son of Mankind. Being one person both deity and humanity united as one. He 
experienced a complete human life. Birth, genealogy, names, titles, sufferings, limitations, 
death and resurrection all confirm the reality of His existence as a human being. He is now glorified and when He comes again, in the second coming it will be the same Jesus coming 
from heaven.



The Old and New Testament Scriptures testify that Jesus was incorruptible and sinless in His 
humanity. His sinless nature was a must for Jesus Christ to be the Savior of the world. This 
sinless nature is total obedience and submission to the will of God in deed and action.

Temptations of Adam, Jesus and Mankind



Scriptures identify two temptations that were unique. In a distinctive sense Adam and Jesus 
both were Sons of God. Being created of God, Adam and being begotten of God, Jesus. 
They both had a sinless human nature;  the corruption of sin was not within their being. The 
devil tempted both of them from without and Adam responded to this temptation but Jesus 
did not. Adam and Jesus are the representative men of the old creation race and the new 
creation race. God sees all mankind either  in Adam  or  in Christ Jesus.  The temptations 
that mankind will experience is different because they will face temptation in a sinful 
body/nature making Adam and Jesus  temptations unique.



(Luke 3:38 NKJV) 38 the son of Enos, the son of Seth, the son of Adam, the son of God.

Sin Was a Violation Into Adam s Humanity.



There is an assertion in Romans 8:3 that states Christ was  made in the likeness of sinful 
flesh .



This needs clarification so that it is not misunderstood. It does not say that Christ had  sinful 
flesh  but that He was  made in the likeness of sinful flesh . Here  likeness  is the sinless 
infirmities of human nature. Christ was sinless in His flesh born of no original sin or sin-principle. 
Sin is not essential to human nature, but a violation.



The Greek word peirazo has been translated two ways in English Bibles. It is often rendered 
 test  in the sense of meaning  to try  or  to make proof of . When ascribed to God in His 
dealings with people, it means, and can mean, no more than this. But for the most part in 
Scripture, peirazo is used in a negative sense and means  to entice,  or  provoke to sin,   to 
tempt.  Hence, the name given to Satan is  the tempter .



(Matthew 4:3 NKJV) 3 Now when the tempter came to Him, he said,  If You are the Son of 
God, command that these stones become bread. 



When Jesus was led by the Spirit out into the wilderness for forty days, He was both  tested  
and  tempted.  His faith was  tested  by the  temptations  of the wicked one, whose object 
was to seduce Jesus from His allegiance as God. Both Matthew and Luke record the details 
of the temptations to which Jesus was subjected by the devil. All these temptations presented 
short-cuts which, if pursued would have deflected Jesus from His calling. The record leaves 
us in no doubt that Jesus gained the victory. Both Gospels show that He accomplished this 
by appealing to Scripture. Jesus is also seen in this event as a genuine man who, like all 
other men, was subject to temptation. Yet Jesus did not give in to  temptation ;  He passed 
the  test. 



The writer of the letter to the Hebrews notes that all of Jesus  trials qualified Him to become 
our High Priest who intercedes on our behalf. Jesus came to earth as a human being to 
experience our trials;  therefore, He understands our weaknesses and shows mercy to us. 
Because he was fully human, Jesus  himself was tested by what He suffered. 



(2 Corinthians 5:21 NKJV) 21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we 
might become the righteousness of God in Him.



(Hebrews 2:18 NKJV)18 For in that He Himself has suffered, being tempted, He is able to aid 
those who are tempted.

The Greek word  hupogrammos  translated  example  means  an under-writing, i.e. copy 
for imitation .

Christ as Mediator



The Greek word  mesites  is comprised of the words  mesos , meaning  middle,  and eimi, 
meaning  to go.  So, mesites means  a go-between , a  mediator  between two parties. 
Jesus Christ is the mediator for mankind within and to the Godhead. This is a fulfillment and 
the end of all mediation. His mediation supersedes all others and He is the only go between 
for mankind to their creator. The Old Testament shadowed forth this truth in the priesthood 
of Melchizededk and the New Testament shows its fulfillment in the Lord Jesus Christ.



Old Testament



The patriarch Job in his distress under Satan s attack expressed the heart cry of all mankind 
for a mediator between God and mankind.



(Job 16:21 KJV)  Oh, that one might plead for a man with God, As a man pleads for his 
neighbor! 



Moses first acted as a mediator of the law covenant when God spoke to him for Israel. The 
Book of Hebrews sets forth Christ as being the one greater than Moses and Aaron in His 
mediator work.



(Hebrews 3:1-5 NKJV) 1 Therefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider 
the Apostle and High Priest of our confession, Christ Jesus, 2 who was faithful to Him who 
appointed Him, as Moses also was faithful in all His house. 3 For this One has been counted 
worthy of more glory than Moses, inasmuch as He who built the house has more honor than 
the house. 4 For every house is built by someone, but He who built all things is God. 5 And 
Moses indeed was faithful in all His house as a servant, for a testimony of those things which 
would be spoken afterward,



New Testament



The New Testament declares that people s knowledge of God, path to salvation, and hope 
comes through Christ alone. (No other, not Mary, not Moses, not any of the Saints only 
Jesus Christ). No one knows the Father except the Son and those to whom the Son reveals 
Him. No one comes to the Father but through Jesus   neither is there salvation in any other 
person or god. This is made explicit by Paul in the following verse.



(1 Timothy 2:5 NKJV) 5 For there is one God and one Mediator between God and men, the 
Man Christ Jesus,



Christ s mediation is the fulfillment and end of all mediation. The book of Hebrews opens 
with the assertion that Christ surpasses all other mediators   angels, Moses, and the priest of the Aaronic priesthood. Christ s priesthood is a timeless priesthood, like Melchizedek s. 
The new covenant He established between the Godhead and believers offers better promises, 
the last sacrifice, a better sanctuary, and a better hope. Christ s mediation excels all others 
and can never be superseded. He is the only way to God;  there is no other way   no other 
 go-between. 



(Hebrews 7:19 NKJV) 19 for the law made nothing perfect;  on the other hand, there is the 
bringing in of a better hope, through which we draw near to God

(Hebrews 8:6 NKJV) 6 But now He has obtained a more excellent ministry, inasmuch as He 
is also Mediator of a better covenant, which was established on better promises.



(Hebrews 9:11-15 NKJV) 11 But Christ came as High Priest of the good things to come, with 
the greater and more perfect tabernacle not made with hands, that is, not of this creation. 
12 Not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own blood He entered the Most Holy 
Place once for all, having obtained eternal redemption. 13 For if the blood of bulls and goats 
and the ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the unclean, sanctifies for the purifying of the flesh, 
14  how much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself 
without spot to God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? 
15 And for this reason He is the Mediator of the new covenant, by means of death, for the 
redemption of the transgressions under the first covenant, that those who are called may 
receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.



Conclusion



Keeping a Balance of understanding between the divine and human natures of Christ is 
critical to avoid heretical imbalance. The great mystery of Godliness is that  God was 
manifested in the flesh .



(1 Timothy 3:15-16 NKJV) 15 but if I am delayed, I write so that you may know how you 
ought to conduct yourself in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the 
pillar and ground of the truth. 16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: 
God was manifested in the flesh, Justified in the Spirit, Seen by angels, Preached among the 
Gentiles, Believed on in the world, Received up in glory.



(Colossians 2:2-3 NKJV) 2 that their hearts may be encouraged, being knit together in love, 
and attaining to all riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the knowledge of the 
mystery of God, both of the Father and of Christ, 3 in whom are hidden all the treasures of 
wisdom and knowledge.



Christ is fully God and fully man. He is NOT two, but one person having both divine and 
human natures. Jesus always spoke as a single person and the New Testament does also. So 
the attributes of both deity and humanity are assigned to this one person.



Christ is called a Theanthropic Person (Theos God: Anthropos Man). He does not possess a 
Theanthroic nature. His person is Theanthropic, not His nature. His person is one;  His natures are two. He is eternally the God-Man. He is truly God, perfect Man, one person, 
having two unconfused natures. He was not a humanized God or a deified Man. He was and 
is the God-Man.



The New Testament writer under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit set forth the delicate 
balance between the deity and humanity of Christ in their writings. Some of the references 
as examples of this balance are:



(1 Corinthians 2:8 NKJV) 8 which none of the rulers of this age knew;  for had they known, 
they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 9 But as it is written:  Eye has not seen, nor 
ear heard, Nor have entered into the heart of man The things which God has prepared for 
those who love Him.  10 But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit 
searches all things, yes, the deep things of God.



(Matthew 1:21 HCSB) 21 She will give birth to a son, and you are to name Him Jesus, 
because He will save His people from their sins. 



(Romans 9:5 NKJV) 5 of whom are the fathers and from whom, according to the flesh, Christ 
came, who is over all, the eternally blessed God. Amen.



(Acts 17:31 NKJV)31because He has appointed a day on which He will judge the world in 
righteousness by the Man whom He has ordained. He has given assurance of this to all by 
raising Him from the dead.

Angels



Scripture clearly teaches the existence of angels as mighty created spirit beings, whose chief 
duties are to worship and serve God. They are not a race, reproducing themselves, but a 
company created to minister to the heirs of salvation. There are two classes of angels, elect 
and fallen, and MAN IS FORBIDDEN TO WORSHIP EITHER.




Existence of Angels



Scripture reveals that God has an everlasting kingdom, and in the kingdom there are created 
spirit beings called angels. These can be identified in two classes;  good and evil. The good 
angels (or elect angels) are concerned with our welfare, the evil (or fallen) angels are out to 
cause harm to the human race. There are about 300 references to angels in the Bible which 
substantiates their existence.



The Hebrew word for angel is  malak  and means  an agent, a messenger . It is generally 
translated  angel  or  messenger . The Greek word for angel is  angelos  which also means 
 messenger . These words are used of God, of men, and of the angelic beings. Only the 
surrounding context will clarify which is being referred to, but in most instances it is the 
angelic beings.



In both the Old Testament and New Testament there are accounts of angels ministering to the 
people of God. Nearly all of the great men of the Bible exhibited a belief in the existence of 
angels. The Lord Jesus Christ Himself spoke often of the angels, and was also ministered to 
by them. In fact, the Bible reports that at times people unwittingly entertained angels.



(Mark 8:38 KJV) 38 Whosoever therefore shall be ashamed of me and of my words in this 
adulterous and sinful generation;  of him also shall the Son of man be ashamed, when he 
cometh in the glory of his Father with the holy angels.



(Hebrews 12:22 KJV) 22 But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living 
God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels,



(2 Thessalonians 1:7 KJV) 7 And to you who are troubled rest with us, when the Lord Jesus 
shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels,




Order of Angels



The universe is a kingdom that belongs to God, the King. There is a divine order within this 
kingdom. This divine order involves the Eternal Godhead as the Father, Son and Holy Spirit 
and various orders of created angelic beings. Scripture speaks about archangels, 
principalities, powers, seraphim, cherubim, the Angel of the Lord and then also an indefinite 
number of angels.




The Godhead



Angels are created beings which are to worship and serve their creator. Their creator is the 
Eternal Godhead being the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.



(Matthew 28:19-20 KJV) 19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 20 Teaching them to observe all 
things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of 
the world. Amen.



(1 Peter 3; 22 KJV) 22 Who is gone into heaven, and is on the right hand of God;  angels and 
authorities and powers being made subject unto him.



(Colossians 1:16 NKJV) 16 For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are 
on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. All 
things were created through Him and for Him.




The Archangels



There are 12 archangels which is the number of divine government in the Hebrew tradition. 
Scripture in the whole context would confirm this tradition of the number 12. Jesus said that 
He could have prayed to His Father and immediately be given twelve legions of angels to 
deliver Him from the multitude. Three archangels are specifically mentioned in the Bible.




Lucifer



The name Lucifer has a meaning of  Day Star , or  Son of the Morning . He is shown as the 
archangel who was associated with the throne of God, as the leader of the worship of God 
among the angelic hosts. Because of his pride, rebellion and disobedience he fell from this 
holy place.



(Isaiah 14:12-15 HCSB) 12 Shining morning star, how you have fallen from the heavens! 
You destroyer of nations, you have been cut down to the ground. 13 You said to yourself:  I 
will ascend to the heavens;  I will set up my throne above the stars of God. I will sit 
on the mount of the  gods   assembly, in the remotest parts of the North. 14 I will ascend 
above the highest clouds;  I will make myself like the Most High.  15 But you will be 
brought down to Sheol into the deepest regions of the Pit.



 
Michael



Michael is specifically called an archangel. Michael s name has a meaning of  Who is like 
God  or  God-Like . His activities are mentioned in four specific accounts. He is stated as 
being the chief prince of the nation of Israel in the Old Testament. His activities are always 
seen in connection with warfare with Satan and with the resurrection of the body.



(Daniel 10:21 KJV) 21 But I will shew thee that which is noted in the scripture of truth: and 
there is none that holdeth with me in these things, but Michael your prince.



(Jude 1:9 NKJV) 9 Yet Michael the archangel, in contending with the devil, when he disputed 
about the body of Moses, dared not bring against him a reviling accusation, but said,  The 
Lord rebuke you! 



(Revelation 12:7-9 KJV) 7 And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought 
against the dragon;  and the dragon fought and his angels, 8 And prevailed not;  neither was 
their place found any more in heaven. 9 And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, 
called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, 
and his angels were cast out with him.




Gabriel



The angel Gabriel is generally accepted as an archangel. Gabriel s name means  Strength of 
God . He is mentioned as a prophetic angel, the messenger and interpreter of the prophetic 
Word concerning the Christ of God. He also appeared to Daniel twice and then to Zacharias, 
John the Baptist s father, and then to Mary the virgin mother of Jesus. Each of these 
visitations involved Messianic revelation.



(Daniel 8:16-17 KJV) 16 And I heard a man s voice between the banks of Ulai, which called, 
and said, Gabriel, make this man to understand the vision. 17 So he came near where I stood: 
and when he came, I was afraid, and fell upon my face: but he said unto me, Understand, O 
son of man: for at the time of the end shall be the vision.



(Luke 1:19 HCSB) 19 The angel answered him,  I am Gabriel, who stands in the presence of 
God, and I was sent to speak to you and tell you this good news.




The Multitude of the Angelic Hosts



Scripture clearly show that there are innumerable legions of angelic beings. They speak of 
thousands or multitudes of spirit beings that worship and serve God. Two groups are 

mentioned in Scripture, Elect angels who are the angels who DID NOT join or follow 
Lucifer s rebellion against God and the Fallen angels who fell to sin by joining Lucifer in his 
rebellion against God.

(Daniel 7:9-10 KJV) 9 I beheld till the thrones were cast down, and the Ancient of days did 
sit, whose garment was white as snow, and the hair of his head like the pure wool: his throne 
was like the fiery flame, and his wheels as burning fire. 10 A fiery stream issued and came 
forth from before him: thousand thousands ministered unto him, and ten thousand times ten 
thousand stood before him: the judgment was set, and the books were opened.



(Revelation 5:11 KJV) 11 And I beheld, and I heard the voice of many angels round about the 
throne and the beasts and the elders: and the number of them was ten thousand times ten 
thousand, and thousands of thousands; 



(1 Timothy 5:21 NKJV) 21 I charge you before God and the Lord Jesus Christ and the elect 
angels that you observe these things without prejudice, doing nothing with partiality.



(2 Peter 2:4 NKJV) 4 For if God did not spare the angels who sinned, but cast them down to 
hell and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved for judgment; 



(Jude 1:6-9 KJV) 6 And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own 
habitation, he hath reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the 
great day. 7 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in like manner, giving 
themselves over to fornication, and going after strange flesh, are set forth for an example, 
suffering the vengeance of eternal fire. 8 Likewise also these filthy dreamers defile the flesh, 
despise dominion, and speak evil of dignities. 9 Yet Michael the archangel, when contending 
with the devil he disputed about the body of Moses, durst not bring against him a railing 
accusation, but said, The Lord rebuke thee.




The Heavenly Sanhedrin (theory)   (the point is, there is an Order)




The heavenly order and pattern in the Kingdom of God may be understood by the earthly 
shadow and manifestation in the Kingdom of God on earth. The Scriptures speak of 
principalities, powers, rulers and wicked spirits in the Kingdom of Satan, which is simply a 
counterfeit of God s Kingdom. We have some clues as to what the divine order seems to be.



Within the Jewish Sanhedrin, there consisted of 70 elders of Israel with the High Priest who 
was the President. Jewish tradition states that there are 70 angels as princes over the 70 
nations of which the human family was divided at the Tower of Babel. These 70 angels 
constituted the heavenly Sanhedrin. Shadows of this seem to be seen on earth in the order of 
the seventies in Israel s history, and in the New Testament. Angels or princes of the nations 
are spoken of.



Moses set 12 pillars up at Mt. Sinai and had 70 elders with him from the camp of Israel. 
There were 12 wells of water and 70 palm trees at Elim which blessed the nation of Israel. 
The Jewish nation had 70 elders which comprised their council. The Lord Jesus chose 12 
apostles and then 70 others for the ministry of healing and preaching the Gospel of the 
Kingdom. If this order was but the earthly shadow and manifestation of the heavenly pattern, 
then it indeed points to the 12 archangels and the 70 angels of the heavenly council of 
Sanhedrin.

Ministry of Angels



The ministry and function of angels is primarily worship and service to doing Gods will. The elect angels are also ministering spirits to heirs of salvation. Angels have been given a charge over the saints to keep them in all their ways. Eternity alone will reveal the ministry that angels have rendered to the believers, the heirs of salvation. The angels will have kept their charge over us. The believer may thank God for the unseen ministry of these ministering spirits.



(Hebrews 1:14 KJV) 14 Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?



(Psalms 103:20-21 KJV) 20 Bless the LORD, ye his angels, that excel in strength, that do his commandments, hearkening unto the voice of his word. 21 Bless ye the LORD, all ye his hosts;  ye ministers of his, that do his pleasure.



(Psalms 91:11-12 KJV) 11 For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways. 12 They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot against a stone.




Angels and the Gospel



The Gospel is never to be preached by the angels to sinners because they can never experience being redeemed from sin, as mankind can. Peter tells us that the angels desire to look into the mystery of our great salvation as foretold by the Old Testament prophets. However, God did use the angels to make special announcements relative to the Gospel.



(1 Peter 1:9-12 NKJV) 9 receiving the end of your faith--the salvation of your souls. 10 Of this salvation the prophets have inquired and searched carefully, who prophesied of the grace that would come to you, 11 searching what, or what manner of time, the Spirit of Christ who was in them was indicating when He testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ and the glories that would follow. 12 To them it was revealed that, not to themselves, but to us they were ministering the things which now have been reported to you through those who have preached the gospel to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven--things which angels desire to look into.



(Luke 2:10-11 NKJV) 10 Then the angel said to them,  Do not be afraid, for behold, I bring 
you good tidings of great joy which will be to all people. 11 For there is born to you this day 
in the city of David a Savior, who is Christ the Lord.



(Acts 8:26 NKJV) 26 Now an angel of the Lord spoke to Philip, saying,  Arise and go toward 
the south along the road which goes down from Jerusalem to Gaza.

Usage of the word Angel



The word  angel  is used in Scripture of various groupings of persons, and only the 
immediate context will determine who the  angel-messenger  referred to may be. Ministers 
of the churches or God s prophets are also spoken of as being  angels . Israel was God s 
messenger. Haggai the prophet was God s messenger, John the Baptist was spoken of as the 
 messenger of the Lord  and Jesus Christ Himself is spoken of as  The Messenger of the 
Covenant .



(Malachi 2:7 KJV) 7 For the priest s lips should keep knowledge, and they should seek the 
law at his mouth: for he is the messenger of the LORD of hosts.



(Haggai 1:13 KJV) 13 Then spake Haggai the LORD S messenger in the LORD S message 
unto the people, saying, I am with you, saith the LORD.



(Revelation 22:16 KJV) 16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the 
churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star. 

The Seraphim



In Scripture there are only two references to the angelic being call Seraphims. The title 
means  The Burning Ones . They are especially seen in relation to the throne and holiness 
of God.

Seraphim s have six wings;  two to cover their feet (significant of holy service);  two to cover 
their face (significant of their awe and reverence) and two to fly with (significant of their 
obedience to God s Will). Their constant cry  Holy, Holy, Holy is the Lord of Hosts, the 
whole earth is full of His glory  magnifies the holiness of God. Also, the Seraphims is seen 
ministering the coal of cleansing from the alter to the lips of the prophet Isaiah. In this vision 
of Isaiah Jesus said it was of the messiah Himself.



(Isaiah 6:2-4 KJV) 2 Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings;  with twain he 
covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly. 3 And one 
cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of 
his glory. 4 And the posts of the door moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house was 
filled with smoke.



(Isaiah 6:6 KJV) 6 Then flew one of the seraphims unto me, having a live coal in his hand, 
which he had taken with the tongs from off the altar:




The Cherubim



Many expositors hold that the Cherubim are a distinct order of angelic beings. A second 
opinion is that the Cherubim are representatives or symbolic of the blessed Godhead and a 
third opinion held by some expositors is that the Cherubim, especially those seen in visions 
by Ezekiel and John, are symbolic of the redeemed saints.



(Ezekiel 10:15-19 KJV) 15 And the cherubims were lifted up. This is the living creature that I 
saw by the river of Chebar. 16 And when the cherubims went, the wheels went by them: and 
when the cherubims lifted up their wings to mount up from the earth, the same wheels also 
turned not from beside them. 17 When they stood, these stood;  and when they were lifted up, 
these lifted up themselves also: for the spirit of the living creature was in them. 18 Then the 
glory of the LORD departed from off the threshold of the house, and stood over the 
cherubims. 19 And the cherubims lifted up their wings, and mounted up from the earth in my 
sight: when they went out, the wheels also were beside them, and every one stood at the door 
of the east gate of the LORD S house;  and the glory of the God of Israel was over them 
above.



(Hebrews 9:5 KJV) 5 And over it the cherubims of glory shadowing the mercyseat;  of which 
we cannot now speak particularly.




The Angel of the Lord



The most prominent angelic manifestation of the Godhead is that of the  Angel of the Lord , 
the pre-incarnate Christ of God. The Lord Jesus is revealed as the Angel of the Lord



(Exodus 3:2-4 KJV) 2 And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of 
the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was 
not consumed. 3 And Moses said, I will now turn aside, and see this great sight, why the bush 
is not burnt. 4 And when the LORD saw that he turned aside to see, God called unto him out 
of the midst of the bush, and said, Moses, Moses. And he said, Here am I.



The Angel of the Lord is the final area pertaining to Angelology which has some mystery 
around it. In the Old Testament this mystery of the Angel of the Lord or more correctly 
stated,  The Jehovah Angel  appears. Some expositors understand these appearances often 
to be a theophany or an appearance of the Lord Jesus Christ before His incarnation.



The word theophany comes from two Greek words:  theos  meaning  God  and  phaneroo , 
meaning  appearance . A theophany is simply an appearance of God and more particularly 
in the OT was an appearance of the Son of God before His incarnation. A theophany was a 
temporary manifestation in human form.



Incarnation is the embodiment of God in the human form of Jesus. This is God manifested in 
the flesh (1 Timothy 3:16). When the eternal Son of God was born of the Virgin Mary, it 
was not a mere temporary appearance (theophany), it was an incarnation. Jesus now has an 
eternal body.

Before the cross, God the Son would appear temporarily. The incarnation is the eternal 
manifestation of God the Son. The incarnation was begotten and born in human form, and 
then, after the resurrection, eternally glorified. Glorified humanity is upon the Christ of God, 
the eternal Son.



Jesus Christ the Lord is NOT an angel or a created being, but God. The theophanies were 
only temporary manifestations of Him appearing as an angel, or as a man, this happened all 
before His incarnation. During the Old Testament times Jesus Christ was seen as the 
Jehovah-Angel, temporary manifestations. Now in the New Testament times, He is the 
Jehovah-Man in the incarnation. Following are some verses describing the Angel of the Lord.






	The Angel of the Lord slew 185,000 
Assyrians in one night, thus saving Judah.
	(2 Kings 19; 35 KJV) 35 And it came to pass 
that night, that the angel of the LORD went 
out, and smote in the camp of the Assyrians 
an hundred fourscore and five thousand: and 
when they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses.



	Balaam saw the Angel of the Lord with the 
drawn sword.

	(Numbers 22:22-23 KJV) 22 And God s 
anger was kindled because he went: and the 
angel of the LORD stood in the way for an 
adversary against him. Now he was riding 
upon his ass, and his two servants were with 
him. 23 And the ass saw the angel of the 
LORD standing in the way, and his sword 
drawn in his hand: and the ass turned aside 
out of the way, and went into the field: and 
Balaam smote the ass, to turn her into the 
way



	Appeared to Moses in a flame of fire within a bush.

	(Exodus 3:2 KJV) 2 And the angel of the 
LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire 
out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, 
and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and 
the bush was not consumed.



	Appeared to Gideon supporting him as a warrior.

	(Judges 6:11-12 KJV) 11 And there came an 
angel of the LORD, and sat under an oak 
which was in Ophrah, that pertained unto 
Joash the Abiezrite: and his son Gideon 
threshed wheat by the winepress, to hide it 
from the Midianites. 12 And the angel of the 
LORD appeared unto him, and said unto 
him, The LORD is with thee, thou mighty 
man of valour.









	The Book of Revelation contains accounts of the risen, glorified Son of God who is seen by John as the Jehovah Angel.



	The Angel-Sealer who comes 
with the seal of the living God 
points to the Lord Jesus Christ. 
No ordinary angel can perform 
such a sealing of the Spirit and 
name of God.

	(Revelation 7:2 KJV) 2 And I saw another angel 
ascending from the east, having the seal of the living 
God: and he cried with a loud voice to the four angels, 
to whom it was given to hurt the earth and the sea,



	The Angel-Priest with the 
golden censer, who offers the 
prayers of the saints on the 
golden alter before God points 
to the Lord Jesus Christ. No 
angel can take the prayers of 
the saints and offer them to 
God. There is only one 
Mediator between God and 
man, the man Christ Jesus. Prayer and worship to angels is forbidden.

	(Revelation 8:1-3 KJV) 1 And when he had opened the 
seventh seal, there was silence in heaven about the 
space of half an hour. 2 And I saw the seven angels 
which stood before God;  and to them were given seven 
trumpets. 3 And another angel came and stood at the 
altar, having a golden censer;  and there was given unto 
him much incense, that he should offer it with the 
prayers of all saints upon the golden altar which was 
before the throne.



	The Angel-Redeemer, clothed 
with a cloud, His face as the 
sun, having the little open book 
in His hand, whose voice is as 
the voice of a lion, and who 
speaks of  My two witnesses  
points to the Lord Jesus Christ 
not to any servant angelic 
being.

	(Revelation 10:1-5 KJV) And I saw another mighty 
angel come down from heaven, clothed with a cloud: 
and a rainbow was upon his head, and his face was as it 
were the sun, and his feet as pillars of fire: 2 And he had 
in his hand a little book open: and he set his right foot 
upon the sea, and his left foot on the earth, 3 And cried 
with a loud voice, as when a lion roareth: and when he 
had cried, seven thunders uttered their voices. 4 And 
when the seven thunders had uttered their voices, I was 
about to write: and I heard a voice from heaven saying 
unto me, Seal up those things which the seven thunders 
uttered, and write them not. 5 And the angel which I 
saw stand upon the sea and upon the earth lifted up his 
hand to heaven,



	The  Angel-Avenger  who 
lightens the earth with His 
glory points to Christ also.

	(Revelation 18:1 KJV) 1 And after these things I saw 
another angel come down from heaven, having great 
power;  and the earth was lightened with his glory.



	The  Angel-Binder , who 
binds Satan and casts him into 
the bottomless pit for one 
thousand years also points to 
Jesus Christ. He is the stronger 
man who binds the strong man, 
and then spoils his house. This 
was judicially accomplished at 
Calvary.

	(Revelation 20:1-3 KJV) 1 And I saw an angel come 
down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless pit 
and a great chain in his hand. 2 And he laid hold on the 
dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, 
and bound him a thousand years, 3 And cast him into 
the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon 
him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the 
thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he 
must be loosed a little season. (with Matthew 12:28-29 
HCSB)28 If I drive out demons by the Spirit of God, 
then the kingdom of God has come to you. 29 How can 
someone enter a strong man s house and steal his 
possessions unless he first ties up the strong man? Then 
he can rob his house.









	HOWEVER [image: box1.jpg] it should be constantly remembered that mankind is forbidden to worship angels, or to go beyond that which is revealed in the Word of God. All 
worship must go the Eternal Godhead, the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Also, saints 
are not to be worshiped or prayed to, this includes Mary who gave birth to Jesus;  
only God should be prayed to.


(Colossians 2:18 NKJV) 18 Let no one cheat you of your reward, taking delight in false 
humility and worship of angels, intruding into those things which he has not seen, vainly 
puffed up by his fleshly mind,

(1 Peter 3:22 NKJV) 22 who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God, angels and 
authorities and powers having been made subject to Him.


(Revelation 22:8-9 NKJV) Now I, John, saw and heard these things. And when I heard and 
saw, I fell down to worship before the feet of the angel who showed me these things. 9 Then 
he said to me,  See that you do not do that. For I am your fellow servant, and of your 
brethren the prophets, and of those who keep the words of this book.

(Hollywood leading the charge in promoting curiosity). In 1Timothy 4:1-3 Paul warned us 
that in the last day s people would depart from the faith and give heed to seducing spirits and 
to doctrines of devils. There are many teachings today that are not of God being accepted by 
mankind and causing a drifting from the faith.



(1 Timothy 4:1-3 HCSB) 1 Now the Spirit explicitly says that in later times some will depart 
from the faith, paying attention to deceitful spirits and the teachings of demons, 2 through the 
hypocrisy of liars whose consciences are seared. 3 They forbid marriage and demand 
abstinence from foods that God created to be received with gratitude by those who believe 
and know the truth.



Satan s existence, power, and influence is either ignored or over-emphasized by believers 
and non-believers disregard his presence completely. A position Satan enjoys. Only through 
the Scriptures can one gain a proper understanding of this subject as well as helping others 
to.

Domain

King of Darkness   Satan



His Origin



God s kingdom, the kingdom of light, is modeled after its king, God. So in direct contrast, 
Satan s kingdom, the kingdom of darkness, is modeled after its king, Satan. The nature and 
the character of each kingdom is an example of its leader. The king represents the kingdom 
and the kingdom represents the king.



The Scriptures give limited direct information concerning the origin and fall of Satan and his 
hosts, which took place ages past before the creation of mankind.



Based on the law of double reference (speaking of or to one person there is reference to 
another person beyond or behind them) we see this used in the following pertaining to Satan:



(Genesis 3:14-15 NKJV) 14 So the LORD God said to the serpent:  Because you have done 
this, You are cursed more than all cattle, And more than every beast of the field;  On your 
belly you shall go, And you shall eat dust All the days of your life. 15 And I will put enmity 
Between you and the woman, And between your seed and her Seed;  He shall bruise your 
head, And you shall bruise His heel. 



(Matthew 16:23 NKJV) 23 But He turned and said to Peter,  Get behind Me, Satan! You are 
an offense to Me, for you are not mindful of the things of God, but the things of men. 



Within Scriptures there are two main passages describing Satan s origin and fall Ezekiel 
28:1-19 and Isaiah 14:4-23. The terms used in these descriptions of the King of Tyre and the 
King of Babylon certainly goes beyond what could be applied to any earthly rulers, and is 
indicating the king behind the kings of this world order, Satan.



(Ezekiel 28:1-19 KJV) 1 The word of the LORD came again unto me, saying, 2 Son of man, 
say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord GOD;  Because thine heart is lifted up, and 
thou hast said, I am a God, I sit in the seat of God, in the midst of the seas;  yet thou art a 
man, and not God, though thou set thine heart as the heart of God: 3 Behold, thou art wiser 
than Daniel;  there is no secret that they can hide from thee: 4 With thy wisdom and with thine 
understanding thou hast gotten thee riches, and hast gotten gold and silver into thy treasures: 
5 By thy great wisdom and by thy traffick hast thou increased thy riches, and thine heart is 
lifted up because of thy riches: 6 Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD;  Because thou hast set 
thine heart as the heart of God;  7 Behold, therefore I will bring strangers upon thee, the 
terrible of the nations: and they shall draw their swords against the beauty of thy wisdom, 
and they shall defile thy brightness. 8 They shall bring thee down to the pit, and thou shalt die 
the deaths of them that are slain in the midst of the seas. 9 Wilt thou yet say before him that 
slayeth thee, I am God? but thou shalt be a man, and no God, in the hand of him that slayeth 
thee. 10 Thou shalt die the deaths of the uncircumcised by the hand of strangers: for I have 
spoken it, saith the Lord GOD. 11 Moreover the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, 
12 Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the king of Tyrus, and say unto him, Thus saith
the Lord GOD;  Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty. 13 Thou hast 
been in Eden the garden of God;  every precious stone was thy covering, the sardius, topaz, 
and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the 
carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in 
the day that thou wast created. 14 Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth;  and I have set 
thee so: thou wast upon the holy mountain of God;  thou hast walked up and down in the 
midst of the stones of fire. 15 Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast 
created, till iniquity was found in thee. 16 By the multitude of thy merchandise they have 
filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned: therefore I will cast thee as 
profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy thee, O covering cherub, from the 
midst of the stones of fire. 17 Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast 
corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay 
thee before kings, that they may behold thee. 18 Thou hast defiled thy sanctuaries by the 
multitude of thine iniquities, by the iniquity of thy traffick;  therefore will I bring forth a fire 
from the midst of thee, it shall devour thee, and I will bring thee to ashes upon the earth in 
the sight of all them that behold thee. 19 All they that know thee among the people shall be 
astonished at thee: thou shalt be a terror, and never shalt thou be any more.



Daniel s prophecy confirms the fact that there are princes of Satan s kingdom behind the 
princes of the world kingdoms.



(Daniel 10:10-13 NKJV) 10 Suddenly, a hand touched me, which made me tremble on my 
knees and on the palms of my hands.

The expressions used in this writing cannot fully be relevant to earthly kings, but insinuates 
to a king behind them of another kingdom outside of this world. This description indicated 
that Lucifer was a mighty being, and had been given a high position near the throne of God;  
an anointed ministry to lead heaven s angelic worship of the triune God.

His Activity



Though Satan is mighty, he is not all-mighty;  though he is wise and knowing, he is not 
omniscient;  though he is powerful, he is not all-powerful. Nor is he omnipresent;  he is on 
God s chain and can only go as far as God permits in affecting mankind. This is seen clearly 
in the experience of Job and Satan s attacks against his person, household and possessions 
(Job 1-2 with Luke 22:31).

His Counterfeit

Satan s Servants   Evil Spirits



A vast host of evil spirit beings are available to Satan and they are under his control. In the 
Bible they are called angels, authorities, principalities and powers, rulers of darkness, wicked 
spirits, and demons. There are different ranks and levels of authority in Satan s kingdom as 
suggested by these titles. Though many scholars see all of the titles as referring to the same 
beings, there does seem to be a distinction in Scripture between fallen angels and demon 
spirits.



(Romans 8:32 KJV) 38 For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor 
principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 39 Nor height, nor depth, 
nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ 
Jesus our Lord.



(Ephesians 6:12 KJV) 12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against 
principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against 
spiritual wickedness in high places.



Fallen Angels



In Satan s kingdom of darkness there are angels who function as messengers. The Scriptures 
speak of a vast company of angels who fell with Satan. The following verse suggests that the 
possibility of one third of the angels fell.



(Revelation 12:4 NKJV) 4 His tail drew a third of the stars of heaven and threw them to the 
earth. And the dragon stood before the woman who was ready to give birth, to devour her 
Child as soon as it was born.



There were certain angels which sinned and were cast down to hell. (2 Peter 2:4 NKJV) For 
if God did not spare the angels who sinned, but cast them down to hell and delivered them 
into chains of darkness, to be reserved for judgment;  Some angels are bound in various 
places of the earth, and others are loose, able to appear as angels of light. In time Michael 
and his angels (the angels that did not follow Satan) did cast Satan and his angels out of 
heaven. The redeemed saints will also judge these fallen angels. Then Satan and the angels 
who followed him will be cast into the Lake of Fire.



(Revelation 12:7-9 NKJV) 7 And war broke out in heaven: Michael and his angels fought 
with the dragon;  and the dragon and his angels fought, 8 but they did not prevail, nor was a 
place found for them in heaven any longer. 9 So the great dragon was cast out, that serpent of
old, called the Devil and Satan, who deceives the whole world;  he was cast to the earth, and 
his angels were cast out with him.

Demon Spirits



Demon spirits origin is not specifically stated in the Bible. But it does reveal them having 
real personalities that are able to think, act, speak and express themselves through mankind 
and using them as hosts. There seems to be a difference between fallen angels and demons;  
demons desire and seek out to inhabit a human body as a host but fallen angels do not. The 
human body is not the only host they seem to seek out or can take residence in, they also can 
inhabit animal bodies expressing their destructive nature. In the New Testament there are 
two words most used to refer to demons,  devils  and  spirits . The Greek word  daimon  
or  daimonion  is translated  devil  or  devils . The Greek word  pneuma  is translated 
 spirit  and is used of the Holy Spirit, the human spirit or of evil spirits.



(Matthew 8:28-29 NKJV) 28 When He had come to the other side, to the country of the 
Gergesenes, there met Him two demon-possessed men, coming out of the tombs, exceedingly 
fierce, so that no one could pass that way. 29 And suddenly they cried out, saying,  What have 
we to do with You, Jesus, You Son of God?

Warning Against the Occult



The Scriptures are very clear in its warnings and judgments to those who get involved in the 
world of the occult. Mankind is to be only involved with God through the Holy Spirit and 
when they do not invite the true God into their life they will seek or respond to evil spirits 
linking themselves to Satan and his kingdom of evil, lies, counterfeits, and destruction. All 
such contact is forbidden by the Word of God and comes under divine judgment. Deception, 
enslavement and separation from God are Satan s objectives for counterfeiting spiritual 
activities and even using miracles to deceive mankind.



(Leviticus 19:31 NKJV) 31  Give no regard to mediums and familiar spirits;  do not seek after 
them, to be defiled by them: I am the LORD your God.

Proving Spirits Can be Accomplished by the Following:



Spirits must be tested by the Word of God.  To the law and to the testimony: if they (the 
spirits) speak not according to this Word, it is because there is no light in them  (Isaiah 
8:19-20)



Spirit utterances must be proven by fulfillment (Deuteronomy 18:21-22). Spirits must be 
tested by the truth of Christ s coming in the flesh, both by His incarnation and in the Church, 
which is His body (1 John 4:2-3).



Spirit s can be tested by the fruit they bring forth (Matthew 7:19-23).



Spirits can be discerned by the gift of the Holy Spirit in the discerning of spirits, which will 
expose what spirit is at work (1 Corinthians 12:7-10;  Acts 16:16-18).



Jesus Christ s Victory



Victory is available for every believer because the Lord Jesus Christ has already conquered 
Satan and all of his hosts at the Cross of Calvary. Jesus Christ is Lord over all principalities 
and powers and mankind needs to trust, seek, worship, pray and believe in Him and no other. 
He is the  Strong Man  who has overcome. Satan has been stripped of his authority and now 
Christ is dividing His spoil with the Church (Psalm 19:5;  Isaiah 53:12).



(Luke 11:20-22 KJV) 22 But when a stronger than he shall come upon him, and overcome 
him, he taketh from him all his armour wherein he trusted, and divideth his spoils.



The victory of Christ is in three parts: in His Life, Death and Resurrection.



In His Life



One of the greatest Biblical doctrines is the fact that the Lord Jesus Christ overcame and 
conquered Satan and his evil hosts in two realms. Jesus Christ conquered Satan in a personal 
way during the three temptations in the wilderness and He acted on mankind s part defeating 
Satan at Calvary in the fulfillment of His death, burial, resurrection and ascension now being 
King of Kings and Lord of Lords, all must bow before Him.



Jesus was tempted in the wilderness in the three areas of a mankind s being: spirit, soul, and 
body;  and in the three areas of sin: the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride of 
life.

(Matthew 4:1-11: Luke 4:1-13: 1Thessalonians 5:23)



Just as we are tempted and our flesh used against us, so it was for Jesus yet He was without 
sin. This was a personal victory over Satan and was the first step of gaining victory for all 
believers. Which Jesus did at the Cross of Calvary, being the representative on behalf of all 
mankind.

In His substitution death



The temptation that took place in the wilderness against Jesus was a personal victory of Him 
being in the flesh as mankind is and winning over temptation, being sinless.



The temptation concerning the cross was a victory on behalf of mankind facing humiliation, 
ridicule, physical beating, and death. He was victorious.



(Colossians 2:14-15 KJV) 14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, 
which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;  15 And having 
spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in 
it.



When Jesus died and rose again, he defeated Satan in 5 realms: as the author of sin, of 
sickness, of death, as the ruler of the kingdoms of this world, and in the realm of the heavens, 
over principalities and powers in heaven and earth.

In His Resurrection and Ascension



Both on earth and in heaven sin brought disharmony, conflict, and friction. Satan, for now is 
the accuser against the saints, but because of the finished works of the resurrection, ascension 
and exaltation of the Lord Jesus to the right hand of the Majesty on High (Hebrews 8:1-2), 
we have a perfect man, the conqueror of Satan and his demonic hosts, representing us in 
heaven. The Scriptures proclaim that all principalities, powers and authorities are subject to 
His control.



Jesus now has all power in both heaven and the earth. Because of Christ s completed victory 
over Satan s kingdom of darkness, believers can rejoice and be assured of their salvation in 
Jesus Christ. Giving hope to all mankind. This was and is a complete victory, now all things 
are subject to Him. Jesus Christ is the head of all things concerning His church and His 
church worldwide should be under His Living Word the Bible and its revelation and no other.



(1 Peter 3:22 NKJV) 22 who has gone into heaven and is at the right hand of God, angels and 
authorities and powers having been made subject to Him.



(Ephesians 1:21-23 NKJV) 21 far above all principality and power and might and dominion, 
and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to come.

Ministry of the Church



Apostle Paul told the Church at Rome in Romans 16:20 that God would  bruise Satan under 
your feet shortly . The church of God which is His body of believers in Jesus Christ has 
been given power to control and combat the influence of Satan upon the earth. Jesus Christ 
has delegated His authority to the 12 Apostles, then to the 70 Disciples, now to the Church 
corporately and to the believers individually. The Gospel of Jesus Christ is to be delivered, 
taught, and practiced in all the nations of the world;  this is the working ministry of the 
church. Too often the church is found doing all but the ministry that it was assigned to do;  
politics, finding cures for diseases, being caught up in entertaining more than teaching,
focusing on how to become wealthy and healthy with worldly programs vs. Biblical 
teachings, adding confusion by splitting the church into different groups (causing a break in 
unity), and living like the rest of the world, trying to fit in instead of exemplifying Jesus 
Christ in their lives, being a peculiar people. And most of all giving love out to the world as 
Jesus Christ did, praying for our enemies, helping those in need, giving what is most valuable 
our time, our service, our life to the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Since Christ has conquered Satan both personally and representatively, He has delegated His 
authority to the Church. The Church has been given power of attorney, the right to use His 
Name and to continue the ministry of Christ on earth. The ministry of the Church could be 
summarized in the Lord s commission to the Apostle Paul in (Acts 26:18: KJV) 18 To open 
their eyes, and to turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan unto God, 
that they may receive forgiveness of sins, and inheritance among them which are sanctified 
by faith that is in me



(Luke 9:1-2 KJV) 1 Then he called his twelve disciples together, and gave them power and 
authority over all devils, and to cure diseases.

When a person becomes a believer in Jesus Christ they become a living temple of God;  their 
body, spirit and soul now is joined with the Holy Spirit opening up a relationship with God 
and they become an inner sanctuary. The believer s spirit is born again, born unto God, and 
is regenerated, justified and filled with the Holy Spirit and are one with the Spirit becoming 
children of God.

No true born again believer can be possessed by demon spirits. The Holy Spirit enters the 
believer to bring the believers spirit into total union with God, through Christ. There is no 
room left for a demon to reside there.

Soul



The mind, will and emotions are all part of the soul which is the Holy Place of the Temple of 
God. The Living Word of God is needed to renew the soul. Romans 12:1-2 refers to the 
need of transforming the believer by renewing of the mind. The Word of God will bring the 
mind, will and emotions in harmony with the Spirit of God becoming a new creature in 
Christ.



(Romans 12;  1-2 KJV) 1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye 
present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable 
service.

In this area, the soul is where the enemy will attack and the believer will experience their 
 fiery darts . Oppression, depression, fear, unbelief, evil thoughts, emotional and mental 
torment, satanic accusations and deception, are some of the  fiery darts  that have to be 
recognized, resisted and quenched by the spiritual weapons of God. The battle for the mind 
is the major area of conflict.



(Matthew 15:19-20 KJV) 19 For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, 
fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies: 20 These are the things which defile a man: 
but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not a man.



There are three sources of thoughts that should be recognized. Thought from mankind or 
one s self, from God, and from Satan or evil spirits (Matthew 16:13-23). Recognizing where 
thoughts are originating from is something each believer should and must understand. Any 
thought that is not of God, contrary to His Word should not be entertained in the mind but 
dispelled immediately. There will be attacks upon believers from Satan and his evil spirits 
throwing what Scripture calls  fiery darts  in an attempt to confuse, cause depression, doubt, 
cover over the truth, feel sorry for one self, cause anger, cause one to consider gossip, and all 
that would cause a believer to take their focus off of the Word of God and focus on 
themselves in pity. This can only be avoided by walking daily in the ways of God always 
being watchful. Every imagination and thought that would exalt itself against the knowledge 
of Christ must be cast down and brought into captivity to the obedience of Christ. We must 
protect our mind with the Word of God.
