Fixed:

   1. Fixed bug - opening of FB2 format books.
   2. The work of the searching function in the text is systematized.
   3. Calendar application worked improperly.
   4. Fixed errors which caused an error message on display of Bookinfo application.
   5. In Reading mode you may click the “Home” button, for going out to the main menu. The program is closed correctly, after this other books may also be opened correctly.
   6. "Night Reading" was written twice in the settings.
   7. "Settings" item works properly in the extended options menu of shortcut menu.
   8. Reading Metadata of books (the book cover, book title and author's name contained in the meta tags).
   9. Second opening of the library ceased work of Bookshelf application.
  10. The "Library" was opening for about 5 minutes after adding a file to the card or device (the method of notification about added books was changed).


Realised:

   1. The option to enable or disable the automatic changing screen orientation while reading books is implemented. (the buttons: “Rotate screen to the right " and " Turn to the left " are removed from the menu of basic commands because they are not needed).
   2. The dictionary is implemented (in the main menu and the words translation in the text while reading).
   3. There is possibility to view images.
   4. The books which do not have established cover by author now have one by default.

   5. The applications for independent installation are included to the firmware. You can find application on the internal memory card in APP folder.
