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Set Page Refresh Rate
Using Picture Viewer
Picture Viewer works similar to how it does on the Kindle 3rd Generation models.
To view a collection of pictures:
Note: Pictures display best when they are smaller than 600 x 800 pixels. A picture width of 520 x 640 displays well. If you Enable Full Screen Mode from the Menu, then 600 x 800 pixel images will work. It is a bit flaky, but if you page through a few images it seems to clear up any issues and then displays them okay.
Import Collections from Kindle for PC
Creating Collections directly on the K4 NT is possible, but many will find it tedious without a physical keyboard. A good alternative is to use the latest version of Kindle for PC and create your Collections with it. The computer interface is much easier to work with than any of the Kindles.
Once you have your Collections within Kindle for PC, import them into your K4 NT:
*Important: If you do not load the eBooks to your K4 prior to importing the Collections, the import will only create empty Collections. But if the eBooks are already on your K4 when you import the Collections then they will be moved to the appropriate Collection(s) as reflected in your Kindle for PC Collections.

Keyboard Shortcuts
The following is a list of keyboard shortcuts for the K4 NT.
Make a Screen Capture
Press and hold the Keyboard button then press the Menu button. About 5 seconds later the screen will briefly flash as the screen is captured. A .gif of the screen is saved to the documents folder.
Refresh the Screen
Press and hold the Keyboard button then press the Back button.
Quickly Cycle through Keyboard Tabs
With the onscreen keyboard open, press the Next Page button to move to the tab to the right, or the Previous Page button to move to the tab on the left.
Capitalize One Letter
With the onscreen keyboard open, navigate to the letter and press and hold the Keyboard button then press the Center button on the 5-way controller.
or
With the onscreen keyboard open, navigate to the letter and press the Next Page or the Previous Page button to move the tab focus to the uppercase letters.
Jump 7 Letters
With the onscreen keyboard open, press and hold the Keyboard button then press the Right or Left button on the 5-way controller.
Delete
With the onscreen keyboard open, press and hold the Keyboard button then press the Previous Page button on the right side of your Kindle.
Space
With the onscreen keyboard open, press and hold the Keyboard button then press the Next Page button on the right side of your Kindle.
Cursor Right
With the onscreen keyboard open, press and hold the Keyboard button then press the Next Page button on the left side of your Kindle.
Cursor Left
With the onscreen keyboard open, press and hold the Keyboard button then press the Previous Page button on the left side of your Kindle.
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
