This e-book has been built programmatically, on the fly, by Nimble Combinatorial Publishing, using a combination of open access, public domain, user-contributed, and permissioned data. While we are constantly working on improving the process for identifying, fetching, and assembling the contents, it is fair to say that there may well be blemishes or gaffes as a result of this programmatic approach. This may seem slapdash, but there are some unique benefits that, we hope, will make these e-books worth their modest price. In many cases, our approach allows us to assemble a wealth of relevant and reasonably high quality content on a particular set of topics that outmatches anything that is available in e-book format anywhere else. The simple reason for this is that there just are not as many books as there are interesting and important topics.  There are 1 million plus ebooks in the Amazon Kindle store, but the Nimble Combinatorial Publishing content repository already includes more than 10 million documents, which can be selected, combined, and annotated in an almost inconceivably large number of combinations and permutations. Furthermore, our programmatic approach enables us to build huge volumes of books in a given category at the push of a key, and to create new ebooks immediately when random topics become hot trends.

Magento is an open source based ecommerce web application that was launched on March 31, 2008. It was developed by Varien (now Magento Inc) with help from the programmers within the open source community but is owned solely by Magento Inc.. Magento was built using the Zend Framework.12 It uses the Entity-attribute-value (EAV) database model to store data.3

The Magento Community Edition is the only free version of Magento available.
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Varien, the company owning Magento, formerly worked with osCommerce. They originally planned to fork osCommerce but later decided to rewrite it as Magento. Magento officially started development in early 2007.4 Seven months later, on August 31, 2007, the first public beta version was released. On May 30, 2010, Magento mobile was released; it allows store owners to create native mobile storefront apps.

In September 2010, Magento launched Magento Mobile, an extension platform used to build native applications for iOS.5

In February 2011, eBay announced it had made an investment in Magento in 2010, worth a 49% ownership6 share of the company.

As of June 6, 2011 eBay owns 100% of Magento. eBay announced that Magento would join eBay's new X.Commerce initiative.7

Magento's CEO and co-founder Roy Rubin wrote on the Magento blog stating that "Magento will continue to operate out of Los Angeles, with Yoav Kutner and me as its leaders.".8
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
