  My trade is e-books, and this is my resume. Writing this as an e-book gives me a chance to show you what I do, as well as present my history. Also, it gives you the chance to see for yourself what each e-book format is capable of (you can find screen shots of this page in the other formats in the appendix).

  Who I am: I'm an author of about four full length novels plus a number of novellas, short stories and comics. You can find me at Amazon and Smashwords. I've been writing for over 20 years now, and have designed all my own websites for showcasing my work, designed all my own covers, and drawn my own illustrations. The HTML code I used to design web sites, is also what makes ebooks work, so it was a natural progression to begin formatting e-books.


  
    E-Book formats: As you can see on this page, e-books have come a long way. You can now have fancy titles, drop caps, anchored illustrations, and even side bars, like this one. You should see them all represented on this page according to the functionality of the device you're using to read this. To see screen shots of what this page looks like in the other formats, just click to the appendix. There, you'll see how this page is supposed to look, and what it actually looks like on the various formats and devices that are available.

  


  What I do: I take your MS Word, Open Office or PDF document and convert it into any or all of the major e-book format: ePub, Kindle, Palm Pilot, Sony Reader -- or even a nice PDF file with a click-able table of contents -- or any file format required for for uploading to Smashwords, or Lulu, or CreatSpace publishers.


  I also design covers -- like the one on the front of this e-book -- and draw illustrations. You'll see examples of all of these in the later sections.


  In this small resume cum e-book, I'll display as many styles and formats as I can fit. The existence of this e-book will serve as proof of what can be done for your book. It will also give you a realistic idea of what to expect by demonstrating some of the current limitations of the e-book media. You'll find these illustrated in the appendix


  Because my general philosophy in formatting e-books is "simple is better", the rest of this will be done in a way that should look good no matter which device you use: centred graphics anchored between paragraphs, Times Roman font, less reliance on sidebars; but you may be surprised at what we can manage with simple tools.


  


  



  


  


  


  


  section 2 My Work History


  



  Beginning with the present, here is a list of my projects:


  Advance Sales Academy
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  From mid November, 2011, I have been converting a series of sales books by Dermot Bradley from PDF files into ePub and Kindle formats. As of this writing, I've completed 15, but there are more to come. Five of the titles are pictured above on their website: www.as-sa.co.uk.


  Here's a sample page. Note the Table of Contents in the sidebar on the left:
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  The above page, from the ePub version, would have looked very similar to the same page in the Kindle format. The quotation in the box could have been done like a sidebar, using a CSS style sheet, but since we weren't using Kindle Format 8, and wanted both formats to look uniform, I converted it into a graphic before inserting it.


  Screw the Recruiter
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  In November of 2011, I began work on reformatting a previously published book by Mark Teller. He had PDF files of two books that he wanted combined, an older ePub file that he wanted checking and validating, and a Kindle file with DRM that he didn't want. The previous publisher had dissapeared from contact, and hadn't left him with a Doc file to use as a source. I performing the following services:


  


  
    	Converted the graphic files for the ePub book to reduce their file size. The graphic images were tables which had been converted to graphics for use in the e-book version.


    	Created a new Kindle file using the lighter graphic files. From that, I also created a new ePub file. I validated the ePub and made adjustments to the metadata necessary for publishing with Lulu.com


    	Combined two older books into one for the PDF version. In order to have a click-able Table of Contents, I had to recreate the whole file from scratch, using code from the ePub version. Working from a doc file from an earlier edition, I recreated the tables back into text (the graphic files made the file too large), and proofread them to make sure they were up to date for the current version.

  


  Here is one of the pages from his book in ePub format:
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  Again, the table was converted into a graphic.


  His books are now up on Amazon and Lulu.com, and they seem to be getting great reviews. He also gave me some feedback which you can view here.


  



  Wayne Crooke
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  Earlier last year, Wayne Crooke, an old friend, sent me an email asking me for advice on converting an ePub document into Kindle format. I found out what I could for him, and told him what I knew. He then asked me if I could format it for him. The result was this:
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  You can find it on Amazon.com.


  Later, he asked me to do two more, but this time, offered to pay me. I did his autobiography, Adventures Following the Spirit, shown above, which you can find on Amazon; and another, which doesn't appear to have been published in Kindle format.


  Here is a sample page:
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  Note the graphic used instead of text for the chapter heading. Each title in his book included a map of the place featured in that chapter. Even as a graphic image, it's still possible to link it in with the table of contents. Everything looks great, even though it's in the old Kindle format.


  I'm grateful to Wayne Crooke for inspiring me to launch into the e-book formatting trade. He passed away in October, 2011, of a heart failure, in Chiengmai, Thailand.

  A lot of my experience is from organising my own literary works. There are ten, in all, which can be found at at Amazon and Smashwords.   Here's a sample. For chapter headings, I composed a haiku in place of a conventional title. Only one line of each haiku went to the Table of Contents.

  The cover is your book's shop front, the first glimpse that people will have of your book. It will create the first impression. Many people (maybe not you nor I), do judge a book by its cover. They'll buy, or decide not to buy, depending on how they like what they see. Others will be motivated to read the blurb, or the first sample chapter, andthen buy your book. So the cover is important.


  



  Some of these, you will have seen in section two, but I've shown them here as cover art.
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  You don't have to be a good artist to design a catchy cover. In fact, a cover doesn't have to include pictures at all. Since I haven't done any covers for myself that don't include pictures, I did the ones below just to prove my point:
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  Just a bit of artwork goes a long way, even if it's just a crude drawing, or some clip art.I just now drew the flower, using Gimp.
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  Here is something I did write and publish. I took a photo of some rubbish bins not far from our house, and then touched it up using some of the special features in GIMP.

  The Kindle Fire Version


  Since the end of 2011, Kindle has released a new format for Amazon Kindle files, called Kindle Format 8 (KF8). Unfortunately, it only shows its best stuff on their latest model, the Kindle Fire. However, I'm sure we can rest assured that as people tire of their old Kindle pads and upgrade, KF8 will become the default Kindle format. Here's how Section 1 looks on Kindle Fire:

  The Old Kindle Version


  The old Kindle version, while still quite popular, is at its best for reading novels and things that aren't heavy in page layout format. As you'll see below, it didn't render the drop caps at the beginning of the paragraph like KF8 did above. On the first build, it left us with an indented paragraph in place of the block style. However, with a few tweaks, we are able to take advantage of the KF8 features while still looking acceptable on the old Kindle version. That's how we can have the photograph centred for the old Kindle format while KF8 alligns it to the margin with the text flowing around it. There are a few things we couldn't fix: the section heading is rendered in a generic Times Roman font instead of Ariel, that I had specified. Old Kindle only does Times Roman. The fancy effects I did for the title was done on the CSS sheet, which old Kindle doesn't read.


  The screen shot below is from the same file as the one above, except it's run using old Kindle version software:

  The iPhone Version


  This is how it looks on an iPhone.


  The iPhone, iPod and iPad would look very much alike except for the wideness of their screens. If it looks okay on an iPhone screen, you can be sure it will be okay on the iPad.
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  Adobe Acrobat (PDF) Version


  Since the PDF file would look very similar to the ePub version shown at the top, I won't bother to reproduce it here. The difference would be that the format is fixed width, meaning that the lines wouldn't be scaled according to the width of the screen. It's the most sure way of getting a document to look like you want it when it's printed out, or shown on a wide PC screen. It will also look the same on smaller screens, except you might have to scroll left and right to see the whole thing, or reduce the size until you can barely make out the writing. It will show your document in whatever font you choose -- whereas the e-book formats have a limited font selection (Times Roman and Ariel, at the most).


  The PDF format is based on Post Script, a technology that was developed for computerised typesetting and printing. It was not designed for easy conversion into other formats. In fact, it's virtually a graphics file, except that instead of only using pixels, it also uses whatever fonts have been stored and indexed in the file. There are programs that will convert a PDF file back into Doc format, but it's impossible to exactly interpret a mass of letters into organised formats, like paragraphs styles and bullet point lists, etc. They have to sort of "guess". That's why I'd rather get a Doc file from you to convert than a PDF file.


  So you see, each format has its pros and cons.
